City of Bellevue Drinking Water Improvements Project Q&A 

 
C OM P LI A N CE  A G RE E M E N T  

Q. What is a compliance agreement? 

A. A compliance agreement is a legally binding agreement between the Idaho Department of Environmental 

Quality (IDEQ) and the public water system (PWS) that establishes timelines and milestones for compliance. 

Q. Why does the City have a compliance agreement with IDEQ? 

A. The City has a compliance agreement with IDEQ because there were 14 "Significant Deficiencies" 

identified in the City's 2021 Sanitary Survey that do not meet the state or national drinking water system 

requirements, placing public health and safety at risk. 

Q. When did the City enter into a compliance agreement with IDEQ? 

A. The City entered into the compliance agreement on February 4th, 2022. The City completed some of the 

Significant Deficiencies identified but were unsuccessful in achieving all before the compliance deadline. An 

amended compliance agreement was subsequently signed on March 14, 2024. 

Q. What are the requirements and deadlines included in the amended compliance agreement? 

A. A copy of the requirements and deadlines are shown in the table below. It is significant to note the 

deadline of May 31, 2024 to hold the bond election.

Schedule and Attend a Conference with Department (as Deemed Necessary) 8.f.v. April 30, 2025 

Begin construction. 8.f.vi. May 31. 2025

Submit Operation and Maintenance manual. 8.f.viii. Within 30 days of completing construction. 

Submit Record Plans and Specifications. 8.f. ix. Within 30 days of completing construction.

Q. Can I get a copy of the compliance agreement? 

A. Yes, anyone can request a copy of the compliance agreement from IDEQ through a formal public records 

request. The request is typically answered within three business days. 

Q. Why doesn't the City just wait for an emergency and IDEQ will pay for repairs? 

A. The City entered into a compliance agreement with IDEQ that requires actions on the part of the City by 

the deadline dates. If the City chooses to not complete the required compliance activities, emergency monies 

are not available to the City. City inaction may cause the State to pursue the City legally and the City may be 

responsible for civil penalties that could occur as a result of continued noncompliance. IDEQ is not 

responsible for emergency repairs that are a result of required improvements. 



CURRENT  SYSTEM 

Q. What are the current existing drinking water sources of supply? 

A. The City has three sources of supply: one spring collection system and two groundwater wells. 

Q. What is the current condition of the spring collection system? 

A. The current condition of the spring collection system is deficient, as evidenced by the multiple significant 

deficiencies identified in the IDEQ Sanitary Survey, and resultant compliance agreement. Several facilities 

within the springs collection system are not sealed to protect the drinking water from potential sources of 

contamination or pests, as required by State regulations, and is susceptible to surface water contamination, 

and is beyond its useful design life. 

Q. Why is the spring source important? 

A. The spring is the primary source of water supply for the community water system. The spring requires no 

pumping to collect and convey water to the community; it is all gravity fed. 

Q. What are the conditions of the City's water right for the spring supply? 

A. The spring water right has an 1880 priority date authorizing a diversion rate of up to 3.0 cubic feet per 

second, approximately one-third of the City's total water rights. 

Q. Does the water right guarantee City access to the spring water? 

A. No, the water right authorizes the City to use the spring as a water source, but the water right does not 

provide physical access to the property the springs is located on. 

Q. Does the City have legal access to the property the springs and associated conveyance 

pipeline are located on? 

A. No, the City does not own or have legal access to the property the springs and pipeline are currently 

located on for operation or maintenance activities. A portion of the project cost is dedicated to acquiring 

appropriate access through either ownership or easements to the springs and pipeline. 

Q. Why doesn't the City just abandon the spring? 

A. At least one new groundwater well would be required to provide adequate supply to the City if the spring 

were to be abandoned. The well(s) would be a capital expense to the City and require a new pumping 

facility to convey water into the City's water system resulting in higher operational expenses. A new water 

right to allow construction and use of a new well would also be required. 

PROP OS E D PROJ E CT  

Q. Does the proposed project address the IDEQ compliance agreement requirements? 

A. Yes, the proposed project will address compliance agreement requirements. 

Q. Will the project be completed within the compliance agreement deadline? 

A. Yes, the proposed project will be completed within the deadlines outlined in the compliance agreement if 

the Bond is passed in May 2024. 

Q. What is included in the proposed project? 

A. There are five main components that include: the Seamans Creek New Springs Collection System, the 

Seamans Creek Springs Transmission Main Reconstruction, Highway 75 Watermain Improvements - Phase 

1, Leak Detection, and Seamans Creek Springs land purchase and easements. 

Q. Why is the project important? 

A. The proposed water project includes public health and safety measures to protect the integrity of the 

springs, replace aging components, and secure long-term access for construction, operation, and 

maintenance of the infrastructure necessary to continue use of the springs. Without the improvements 

included in the proposed project, the City will not be able to comply with the actions required in the 

legally binding compliance agreement. 



Q. Why is the project important? 

A. The proposed water project includes public health and safety measures to protect the integrity of the 

springs, replace aging components, and secure long-term access for construction, operation, and 

maintenance of the infrastructure necessary to continue use of the springs. Without the improvements 

included in the proposed project, the City will not be able to comply with the actions required in the legally 

binding compliance agreement. 

Q. If this project is about public health and safety, then why is the Highway 75/Main 

Street improvements part of this project? 

A. Sections of the distribution system pipeline along Highway 75 consist of 4-inch and 6-inch piping that is 

undersized, aged, and consists of metal materials. The Idaho Transportation Department intends to expand 

Highway 75 and the City plans to replace those 4 and 6-inch sections of piping with new 12-inch pipe as 

part of the highway expansion project. Incorporating pipe replacement into the highway expansion project 

will save considerable cost and coordination efforts with the State to complete. 

Q. Why is only a small section of the Highway 75/Main Street included in this project? What 

about the rest of the existing pipeline in Highway 75/Main Street? 

A. The Idaho Transportation Department will complete the Highway 75 construction project in phases. Phase 1 

highway pipeline replacement will focus on coordinating with the initial stages of highway construction. Future 

highway pipeline improvements will be planned and completed as the subsequent phases of the State highway 

project are defined. 

Q. Where can I find the details of the proposed project? 

A. The proposed project is detailed in the 2023 water facility plan. A copy of the facility plan can be found on the 

City's main page: Bellevue, Idaho (bellevueidaho.us) On the upper right of the City's website, the following 

statement will direct you to the facility plan: "The City of Bellevue's Drinking Water "Technical Draft" Facility Plan 

was Approved by the Idaho Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) by Jeff Kennedy, E.I., Water Quality 

Engineer, on December 22, 2023. The approved plan is available below. City of Bellevue Drinking  Water Plan 

(Approved by DEQ 12.22.23)" When selecting the facility plan on the City's main page, a new page will open 

with the following link: City of Bellevue DW Facility Plan  (Approve by DEC)).PDF (bellevueidaho.us). 

PROJECT  COSTS 

Q. What is the cost of this project? 

A. The opinion of probable cost of the proposed project is $9,600,000. 

Q. What if the project costs more? 

A. The City is actively pursuing additional water project funding that could be used to cover increases in 

project costs if necessary. 

PROJECT FUNDING 

Q. How is the City going to pay for the project? 

A. The City is proposing to pay for the project with a loan and grant. 

Q. Is there a loan and a grant in place? 

A. There is no loan or grant in place currently. The IDEQ has offered $9,600,000 to the City through its 

State Revolving Fund (SRF) program. The proposed funding package includes a $6,295,163 low-interest 

loan and a $3,304,837 Leading Idaho Funds (LIF) grant. 

Q. What is the term and rate of the proposed loan offered from IDEQ? 

A. The terms of the loan offered from IDEQ includes a fixed annual interest rate of 2.5% for a 20-year term. 

Q. Does interest start accumulating on the total IDEQ loan portion when the agreement is 

signed? A. No, interest accrues once the draws are made on the loan over time.

Q. Is it possible that the City could lose the funding offer from IDEQ? 

A. Yes, if the City water bond it not passed, it is possible that the City could lose the funding offer because 

IDEQ requires a bond be in place before it will execute the funding agreement. 

Q. Why can't the City take the LIF grant portion from IDEQ only? 

A. IDEQ requires the City accept the funding offer as a loan-grant package. 

Q. Why hasn't the City pursued other grants or other loans? 

A. The City has been pursuing other forms of project funding by talking with federal and state agency staff. 

RATE IMPACT 

Q. I read that our rates will increase from $35.05 to $64.08 a month to pay for the project! How 

does the City respond to this? 

A. The City will raise rates incrementally, and not at once, to pay for the improvements. The 

incremental increases will likely be taken annually for the next three years. Rate increases will follow 

Idaho Code requirements. 

Q. Does the full $6,295,163 loan offered have to be taken all at once? 

A. No. If the City can procure other grants or the project costs are less than estimated; the full loan does not 

have to be drawn on. 

Q. When does the loan have to be paid back? 

A. Loan repayment begins six months after the project is completed and the loan closes. The loan is a 20-year 

term for repayment. The City can repay the loan earlier without any fees. 

Q. Will City customers pay the same amount for the debt that is drawn? 

A. Yes, all customers will pay a portion of the total drawn debt amount, which will be included in a future 

monthly user rate once the loan is closed, and repayment begins. 

Q. Is the bond and rate increase going to create a "slush fund" that City Council can then use 

for other projects or other departments? 

A. No, the bond and rate increase cannot create a "slush fund". Idaho Code requires that publicly owned 

waterworks operate in a self-sufficient manner, for the use and benefit of those served by such works, 

and pay for the operation, maintenance, and improvements of the publicly owned waterworks. Idaho 

Code prohibits publicly owned waterworks from being a source of general revenue to the City. 

Q. When will the grant be used to fund the project? 

A. The grant will be used to first cover the costs of the project. Once the grant is depleted, the loan will then 

be used to cover costs. This approach will reduce interest charges for the loan. 

CITY DEBT 

Q. I have seen the following statement on the City's website, the City's brochure, and in the 

newspaper, "As of May 21, 2024, the total existing bonded indebtedness of the City, including interest 

accrued, is $0.00." Yet, I know that the City has debt on its sewer facility. Why isn't the sewer debt 

included in this statement? 

A. The statement, as written, is legally required on any City publication, including the ballot and ordinance 

and any document that mentions the revenue bond election. Legally the City cannot add "drinking water 

system" to the ballot, ordinance, or any other document. However, the law DOES allow the City to be able 

to explain that there is no existing general obligation bond indebtedness, which is what is required to be 

disclosed. The statement is only inclusive of the drinking water system. There is currently no loan and no 

previous debt on the drinking water system. Although the City does have debt on its sewer system, the 

sewer system is not a part of the drinking water system nor the drinking water revenue bond election. 



Q. Why doesn't the City pay off the sewer debt first before taking on more debt through the 

water project? 

A. The City is under a compliance agreement with IDEQ for its drinking water system and the improvements 

must be made within the next three years according to the agreement. 

BOND ELECTION 

Q. What is a revenue bond? 

A. A revenue bond is a bond supported by a dedicated revenue stream, which does not include taxes. 

Q. Isn't a revenue bond the same as a general obligation bond? 

A. No, a general obligation bond is supported by a dedicated tax levy. 

Q. How come a revenue bond only requires a simple majority vote (50%+1) for approval? 

A. Article 8 Section 3 of the Idaho Constitution provides an exception from the 2/3 vote requirement for 

certain revenue bonds including "water systems, sewage collection systems, water treatment plants, sewage 

treatment plants, and may rehabilitate existing electrical generating facilities" and instead requires a 

majority vote. 

Q. Is there another legal mechanism that the City can pursue if the bond is not approved? 

A. If the bond fails, the City could potentially seek a judicial confirmation, which is a very long and costly 

process. The judicial confirmation process would require the City to prove that the project is ordinary and 

necessary, not requiring a vote of the community. Instead, the City prefers to place the decision in the 

hands of the community through the revenue bond process. 

Q. If IDEQ has only offered $6,295,163 in loan then why is the revenue bond set for 

$7,000,000 (a $704,837 difference)? 

A. The City elected to set a revenue bond for $7,000,000 to allow for future unknown factors such as 

inflation, unknown material costs, etc. 

Q. Does IDEQ have $704,837 available in SRF loan dollars to cover the difference? 

A. Typically IDEQ has residual SRF loan dollars that are reserved for unknown cost impacts. At this time, 

the City has not entered into a funding agreement with IDEQ so that difference is not yet identified. The 

City can't enter into a funding agreement with IDEQ without a bond in place. 

Q. Why does the revenue bond election have to be held by May 2024? 

A. The City is required to run the bond election in May 2024 per the IDEQ compliance agreement and prior 

to July 1, 2024, which is the due date on the proposed funding offer. If the funding agreement is not 

executed before July 1, 2024 the City risks losing the funding package offered by IDEQ. 

BOND ELECTION DOCUMENTATION 

Q. Where can I find a copy of the bond election ordinance? 

A. A copy of the bond election ordinance can be found on the City's main page: Bellevue,  Idaho

CUMPLIMIENTO 
P. ¿Qué es un acuerdo de cumplimiento? 
R. Un acuerdo de cumplimiento es un acuerdo legalmente vinculante entre el Departamento de Medio 
Ambiente de Idaho 
Calidad (IDEQ) y el sistema público de agua (PWS) que establece cronogramas e hitos para su cumplimiento. 
 
P. ¿Por qué la Ciudad tiene un acuerdo de cumplimiento con IDEQ? 
R. La Ciudad tiene un acuerdo de cumplimiento con IDEQ porque se identificaron 14 "Deficiencias 
Significativas" en la Encuesta Sanitaria de la Ciudad de 2021 que no cumplen con los requisitos estatales o 
nacionales del sistema de agua potable, lo que pone en riesgo la salud y la seguridad públicas. 
 
P. ¿Cuándo celebró la Ciudad un acuerdo de cumplimiento con IDEQ? 
R. La Ciudad celebró el acuerdo de cumplimiento el 4 de febrero de 2022. La Ciudad completó algunas de las 
Deficiencias Significativas identificadas, pero no logró lograrlas todas antes de la fecha límite de 
cumplimiento. Posteriormente se firmó un acuerdo de cumplimiento modificado el 14 de marzo de 2024. 
 
P. ¿Cuáles son los requisitos y plazos incluidos en el acuerdo de cumplimiento modificado? R. En la 
siguiente tabla se muestra una copia de los requisitos y plazos. Es significativo señalar la fecha límite del 31 
de mayo de 2024 para realizar la elección de bonos.

P. ¿Puedo obtener una copia del acuerdo de cumplimiento? 
R. Sí, cualquiera puede solicitar una copia del acuerdo de cumplimiento al IDEQ a través de registros públicos 
formales. pedido. La solicitud suele recibir respuesta en un plazo de tres días hábiles. 
 
P. ¿Por qué la Ciudad no espera simplemente a que ocurra una emergencia e IDEQ pagará las 
reparaciones? 
R. La Ciudad celebró un acuerdo de cumplimiento con IDEQ que requiere acciones por parte de la Ciudad 
antes de las fechas límite. Si la Ciudad decide no completar las actividades de cumplimiento requeridas, los 
fondos de emergencia no estarán disponibles para la Ciudad. La inacción de la Ciudad puede hacer que el 
Estado persiga a la Ciudad legalmente y la Ciudad puede ser responsable de sanciones civiles que podrían 
ocurrir como resultado del incumplimiento continuo. IDEQ no es responsable de reparaciones de emergencia 
que sean resultado de mejoras requeridas.

SISTEMA ACTUAL 

P. ¿Cuáles son las fuentes de suministro de agua potable que existen actualmente? 
R. La Ciudad tiene tres fuentes de suministro: un sistema de recolección de manantiales y dos pozos de agua 
subterránea. 
 
P. ¿Cuál es la condición actual del sistema de recolección de primavera? 
R. La condición actual del sistema de recolección de primavera es deficiente, como lo demuestran las 
múltiples deficiencias significativas identificadas en la Encuesta Sanitaria de IDEQ y el acuerdo de 
cumplimiento resultante. Varias instalaciones dentro del sistema de recolección de manantiales no están 
selladas para proteger el agua potable de fuentes potenciales de contaminación o plagas, como lo exigen las 
regulaciones estatales, y son susceptibles a la contaminación del agua superficial y están más allá de su vida 
útil de diseño. 
 
P. ¿Por qué es importante la fuente del manantial? 
R. El manantial es la fuente principal de suministro de agua para el sistema de agua comunitario. El resorte 
no requiere bombeo para recolectar y llevar agua a la comunidad; todo es alimentado por gravedad. 
 
P. ¿Cuáles son las condiciones del derecho de agua de la Ciudad para el suministro del manantial? 
R. El derecho de agua de manantial tiene una fecha de prioridad de 1880 que autoriza una tasa de desvío de 
hasta 3.0 pies cúbicos por en segundo lugar, aproximadamente un tercio del total de derechos de agua de la 
ciudad. 
 
P. ¿El derecho de agua garantiza el acceso de la ciudad al agua de manantial? 
R. No, el derecho de agua autoriza a la Ciudad a utilizar el manantial como fuente de agua, pero el derecho 
de agua no proporcionar acceso físico a la propiedad donde se encuentran los manantiales. 
 
P. ¿Tiene la Ciudad acceso legal a la propiedad donde se encuentran los manantiales y la tubería 
de transporte asociada? 
R. No, la Ciudad no es propietaria ni tiene acceso legal a la propiedad donde se encuentran actualmente los 
manantiales y la tubería para actividades de operación o mantenimiento. Una parte del costo del proyecto se 
dedica a adquirir acceso adecuado a través de propiedad o servidumbres a los manantiales y la tubería. 
 
P. ¿Por qué el Ayuntamiento no abandona la primavera? 
R. Se necesitaría al menos un nuevo pozo de agua subterránea para proporcionar un suministro adecuado a 
la Ciudad si se abandonara el manantial. Los pozos serían un gasto de capital para la Ciudad y requerirían 
una nueva instalación de bombeo para transportar agua al sistema de agua de la Ciudad, lo que generaría 
mayores gastos operativos. También se requeriría un nuevo derecho de agua para permitir la construcción y 
uso de un nuevo pozo. 
 

PROYECTO PROPUESTO 

P. ¿El proyecto propuesto aborda los requisitos del acuerdo de cumplimiento de IDEQ?  
R. Sí, el proyecto propuesto abordará los requisitos del acuerdo de cumplimiento. 
 
P. ¿Se completará el proyecto dentro de la fecha límite del acuerdo de cumplimiento? 
R. Sí, el proyecto propuesto se completará dentro de los plazos establecidos en el acuerdo de cumplimiento 
si el Bono se aprueba en mayo de 2024. 
 
P. ¿Qué se incluye en el proyecto propuesto? 
R. Hay cinco componentes principales que incluyen: el sistema de recolección de Seamans Creek New 
Springs, la reconstrucción de la tubería principal de transmisión de Seamans Creek Springs, las mejoras a la 
tubería de agua de la autopista 75 - Fase 1, la detección de fugas y la compra de terrenos y servidumbres en 
Seamans Creek Springs. 
 
P. ¿Por qué es importante el proyecto? 
R. El proyecto de agua propuesto incluye medidas de seguridad y salud pública para proteger la integridad de 
los manantiales, reemplazar componentes antiguos y asegurar el acceso a largo plazo para la construcción, 
operación y mantenimiento de la infraestructura necesaria para continuar el uso de los manantiales. Sin las 
mejoras incluidas en el proyecto propuesto, la Ciudad no podrá cumplir con las acciones requeridas en el 
acuerdo de cumplimiento legalmente vinculante. 
 
P. ¿Por qué es importante el proyecto? 
R. El proyecto de agua propuesto incluye medidas de seguridad y salud pública para proteger la integridad de 
los manantiales, reemplazar componentes antiguos y asegurar el acceso a largo plazo para la construcción, 



operación y mantenimiento de la infraestructura necesaria para continuar el uso de los manantiales. Sin las 
mejoras incluidas en el proyecto propuesto, la Ciudad no podrá cumplir con las acciones requeridas en el 
acuerdo de cumplimiento legalmente vinculante. 
 
P. Si este proyecto trata sobre salud y seguridad públicas, entonces ¿por qué las mejoras a la 
autopista 75/Main Street son parte de este proyecto? 
R. Las secciones de la tubería del sistema de distribución a lo largo de la autopista 75 constan de tuberías de 
4 y 6 pulgadas que son de tamaño insuficiente, envejecidas y están hechas de materiales metálicos. El 
Departamento de Transporte de Idaho tiene la intención de ampliar la autopista 75 y la ciudad planea 
reemplazar esas secciones de tubería de 4 y 6 pulgadas con tuberías nuevas de 12 pulgadas como parte del 
proyecto de expansión de la autopista. Incorporar el reemplazo de tuberías al proyecto de ampliación de la 
carretera ahorrará costos considerables y esfuerzos de coordinación con el Estado para completarlo. 
 
P. ¿Por qué solo se incluye en este proyecto una pequeña sección de la autopista 75/Main Street? 
¿Qué pasa con el resto del oleoducto existente en la autopista 75/Main Street? 
R. El Departamento de Transporte de Idaho completará el proyecto de construcción de la autopista 75 en 
fases. El reemplazo de la tubería de la carretera de la Fase 1 se centrará en la coordinación con las etapas 
iniciales de la construcción de la carretera. Las futuras mejoras a las tuberías de la carretera se planificarán y 
completarán a medida que se definan las fases posteriores del proyecto de la carretera estatal. 
 
P. ¿Dónde puedo encontrar los detalles del proyecto propuesto? 
R. El proyecto propuesto se detalla en el plan de instalaciones de agua de 2023. Puede encontrar una copia 
del plano de las instalaciones en la página principal de la Ciudad: Bellevue, Idaho (bellevueidaho.us).

COSTOS DEL PROYECTO 

P. ¿Cuál es el costo de este proyecto? 
R. La opinión del costo probable del proyecto propuesto es de $9,600,000. 
 
P. ¿Qué pasa si el proyecto cuesta más? 
R. La Ciudad está buscando activamente fondos adicionales para proyectos de agua que podrían usarse para 
cubrir aumentos en costos del proyecto si es necesario. 
 

FINANCIACIÓN DEL PROYECTO 

P. ¿Cómo va a pagar la Ciudad el proyecto? 
R. La Ciudad propone pagar el proyecto con un préstamo y una subvención. 
 
P. ¿Existe un préstamo y una subvención? 
R. Actualmente no existe ningún préstamo o subvención. El IDEQ ha ofrecido $9,600,000 a la Ciudad a 
través de su programa de Fondo Rotatorio Estatal (SRF). El paquete de financiación propuesto incluye un 
préstamo de bajo interés de $6,295,163 y una subvención de $3,304,837 de Leading Idaho Funds (LIF). 
 
P. ¿Cuál es el plazo y la tasa del préstamo propuesto que ofrece IDEQ? 
R. Los términos del préstamo ofrecido por IDEQ incluyen una tasa de interés fija anual del 2,5% por un plazo 
de 20 años. 
 
P. ¿Comienzan a acumularse intereses sobre la porción total del préstamo IDEQ cuando se firma 
el acuerdo?  
R. No, los intereses se acumulan una vez que se realizan los retiros del préstamo a lo largo del tiempo 
 
P. ¿Es posible que la Ciudad pierda la oferta de financiamiento de IDEQ? 
R. Sí, si el bono de agua de la Ciudad no se aprobó, es posible que la Ciudad pierda la oferta de 
financiamiento porque 
IDEQ requiere que se establezca una fianza antes de ejecutar el acuerdo de financiación. 
 
P. ¿Por qué la Ciudad no puede recibir la porción de la subvención LIF de IDEQ únicamente? 



R. IDEQ requiere que la Ciudad acepte la oferta de financiamiento como un paquete de préstamo y 
subvención. 
 
P. ¿Por qué la Ciudad no ha solicitado otras subvenciones u otros préstamos? 
R. La Ciudad ha estado buscando otras formas de financiación de proyectos hablando con el personal de 
agencias federales y estatales. 
 

IMPACTO EN LA TARIFA 

P. ¡Leí que nuestras tarifas aumentarán de $35,05 a $64,08 al mes para pagar el proyecto! ¿Cómo 
responde la Ciudad ante esto? 
R. La Ciudad aumentará las tarifas de manera incremental, y no de una vez, para pagar las mejoras. Es 
probable que los aumentos incrementales se realicen anualmente durante los próximos tres años. Los 
aumentos de tarifas seguirán los requisitos del Código de Idaho. 
 
P. ¿Se debe tomar todo el préstamo de $6,295,163 ofrecido de una sola vez? 
R. No. Si la Ciudad puede obtener otras subvenciones o los costos del proyecto son menores que los 
estimados; el préstamo completo no hay que aprovecharlo. 
 
P. ¿Cuándo hay que devolver el préstamo? 
R. El pago del préstamo comienza seis meses después de que se completa el proyecto y se cierra el 
préstamo. El préstamo es a 20 años. plazo para el reembolso. El Ayuntamiento puede reembolsar el 
préstamo antes y sin comisiones. 
 
P. ¿Los clientes de la Ciudad pagarán la misma cantidad por la deuda emitida? 
R. Sí, todos los clientes pagarán una parte del monto total de la deuda extraída, que se incluirá en un futuro. 
tasa de usuario mensual una vez que se cierra el préstamo y comienza el pago. 
 
P. ¿El aumento de bonos y tasas creará un "fondo para sobornos" que el Ayuntamiento podrá 
utilizar para otros proyectos u otros departamentos? 
R. No, el aumento de los bonos y las tasas no puede crear un "fondo para sobornos". El Código de Idaho 
exige que las obras de agua de propiedad pública operen de manera autosuficiente, para el uso y beneficio 
de quienes reciben servicios de dichas obras, y paguen por la operación, el mantenimiento y las mejoras de 
las obras de agua de propiedad pública. El Código de Idaho prohíbe que las obras de agua de propiedad 
pública sean una fuente de ingresos generales para la Ciudad. 
 
P. ¿Cuándo se utilizará la subvención para financiar el proyecto? 
R. La subvención se utilizará para cubrir primero los costos del proyecto. Una vez agotada la subvención, el 
préstamo utilizarse para cubrir costos. Este enfoque reducirá los cargos por intereses del préstamo. 
 

DEUDA DE LA CIUDAD 
P. He visto la siguiente declaración en el sitio web de la Ciudad, en el folleto de la Ciudad y en el 
periódico: "A partir del 21 de mayo de 2024, el endeudamiento total existente en bonos de la 
Ciudad, incluidos los intereses acumulados, es de $0,00". Sin embargo, sé que la ciudad tiene 
deudas por sus instalaciones de alcantarillado. ¿Por qué no se incluye la deuda de alcantarillado 
en este estado de cuenta? 
R. La declaración, tal como está escrita, es un requisito legal en cualquier publicación de la Ciudad, incluida 
la boleta y la ordenanza y cualquier documento que mencione la elección del bono de ingresos. Legalmente, 
la Ciudad no puede agregar "sistema de agua potable" a la boleta, ordenanza o cualquier otro documento. 
Sin embargo, la ley SÍ permite que la Ciudad pueda explicar que no existe ningún endeudamiento por bonos 
de obligación general, que es lo que se requiere revelar. La declaración sólo incluye el sistema de agua 
potable. Actualmente no existe ningún préstamo ni deuda previa sobre el sistema de agua potable. Aunque 
la Ciudad tiene deuda por su sistema de alcantarillado, el sistema de alcantarillado no forma parte del 
sistema de agua potable ni de la elección del bono de ingresos por agua potable. 
  
P. ¿Por qué la Ciudad no paga primero la deuda de alcantarillado antes de asumir más deuda a 
través del proyecto de agua? 
R. La Ciudad tiene un acuerdo de cumplimiento con IDEQ para su sistema de agua potable y las mejoras 
deben realizarse dentro de los próximos tres años según el acuerdo. 
 

  



ELECCIÓN DE BONOS 

P. ¿Qué es un bono de ingresos? 
R. Un bono de ingresos es un bono respaldado por un flujo de ingresos dedicado, que no incluye impuestos. 
 
P. ¿No es lo mismo un bono de ingresos que un bono de obligación general? 
R. No, un bono de obligación general está respaldado por un impuesto específico. 
 
P. ¿Cómo es posible que un bono de ingresos solo requiera una mayoría simple de votos (50%+1) 
para su aprobación? 
R. El Artículo 8, Sección 3 de la Constitución de Idaho establece una excepción al requisito de 2/3 de los 
votos para ciertos bonos de ingresos, incluidos "sistemas de agua, sistemas de recolección de aguas 
residuales, plantas de tratamiento de agua, plantas de tratamiento de aguas residuales y pueden rehabilitar 
instalaciones de generación eléctrica existentes" y en cambio requiere una mayoría de votos. 
 
P. ¿Existe otro mecanismo legal que la Ciudad pueda implementar si no se aprueba el bono? 
R. Si la fianza falla, la Ciudad podría buscar una confirmación judicial, lo cual es un proceso muy largo y 
costoso. El proceso de confirmación judicial requeriría que la Ciudad demuestre que el proyecto es ordinario 
y necesario, sin requerir el voto de la comunidad. En cambio, la Ciudad prefiere poner la decisión en manos 
de la comunidad a través del proceso de bonos de ingresos. 
 
P. Si IDEQ sólo ha ofrecido $6,295,163 en préstamo, ¿por qué el bono de ingresos está fijado en 
$7,000,000 (una diferencia de $704,837)? 
R. La Ciudad eligió establecer un bono de ingresos por $7,000,000 para tener en cuenta factores 
desconocidos en el futuro, como inflación, costos de materiales desconocidos, etc. 
 
P. ¿Tiene IDEQ $704,837 disponibles en dólares de préstamos del SRF para cubrir la diferencia? 
R. Normalmente, IDEQ tiene dólares de préstamos SRF residuales que se reservan para impactos de costos 
desconocidos. En este momento, la Ciudad no ha celebrado un acuerdo de financiación con IDEQ, por lo que 
aún no se ha identificado la diferencia. La Ciudad no puede celebrar un acuerdo de financiación con IDEQ sin 
un bono vigente. 
 
P. ¿Por qué la elección de los bonos de ingresos debe realizarse antes de mayo de 2024? 
R. La Ciudad debe realizar la elección de bonos en mayo de 2024 según el acuerdo de cumplimiento de IDEQ 
y antes del 1 de julio de 2024, que es la fecha de vencimiento de la oferta de financiamiento propuesta. Si el 
acuerdo de financiación no se ejecuta antes del 1 de julio de 2024, la Ciudad corre el riesgo de perder el 
paquete de financiación ofrecido por IDEQ.

WATER SYSTEM  
OVERVIEW

The City of Bellevue owns and operates a 
public drinking water system (PWS) for 
residents, several commercial entities, 
and a school. The PWS is comprised of the 
following facilities:

PROPOSED PROJECT 
FUNDING OVERVIEW
The City is considering calling an election 
to ask its voters for an issuance of revenue 
bonds in the amount of $7.0 million to pay a 
portion of the costs of the project.

If approved, a revenue bond will allow the City 
to take on a $7.0 million debt to help fund a 
portion of the improvements with a proposed 
loan from IDEQ. A $7.0 million revenue bond 
result in a monthly user rate increase of $34. 
The rate increase will be used to pay the loan 
back to IDEQ. 

IDEQ has proposed a $6.3 million loan from 
the State Revolving Fund and a $3.3 million 
Leading Idaho Funds grant. The total funding 
package offer is $9.6 million. This is the 
minimum amount necessary to address the 
issues identified in IDEQ’s Sanitary Survey. 

The interest rate anticipated on the proposed 
bond issue is 2.5% per annum. The total 
amount estimated to be repaid over the life of 
the bonds, based on the anticipated interest 
rate, is $8,937,996 consisting of $7,000,000 
in principal, plus $1,937,996 of interest. The 
term of the bonds will not exceed twenty (20) 
years from the date of issuance. The estimated 
average annual cost to the taxpayer on the 
proposed bond is a tax of $0.00 per $100,000 
of taxable assessed value, per year, based on 
current conditions.
 
As of May 21, 2024, the total existing bonded 
indebtedness of the City, including interest 
accrued, is $0.00.
