The Common Council of the City of Bellevue, Idaho met at a Regular Meefing on Monday, April 14, 2025, at 5:30 
p.m. in the Council Chambers of the City of Bellevue Offices, located at 115 E. Pine Street, Bellevue, ID 83313. 

Call to Order: Mayor Giordani called the Regular Meefing to order at 5:30 p.m. (00:00:24 in video)

1. Nofice of Agenda Compliance: (00:01:14 in video)
The posfing of this regular meefing agenda complied with Idaho Code §74-204. The regular meefing agenda was 
posted within forty-eight (48) hours prior to the meefing at the Bellevue City Hall, Post Office, and on the City 
website on April 10, 2025.

Mofion: Council President Shay moved that the agenda nofice was in compliance with Idaho Code §74-204. 
Council Member Obenauf seconded, and the mofion passed unanimously. 

2. Call for Conflict as Outlined in Idaho Code §74-404: 
No conflict was noted.  

3. MAYOR AND COUNCIL REPORT: (00:02:02 in video)
Mayor Giordani talked about the official Bellevue City Newslefter, Bellevue City News, touching on the spring 
season bringing forth building projects and reminding residents to apply for permits as necessary. She went on to 
remind residents to use the dog excrement bags provided in the parks to keep the parks clean then offered a 
reminder about the ERC Clean Sweep event happening May 3rd from 9 a.m. to 12 p.m. Mayor Giordani went on 
to give details about the survey for the Community Project and asked cifizens to give feedback and opinions to 
kick off community involvement in the project.  
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4. Public Comment: For Items of Concern Not on the Agenda (00:06:20 in the video)
The Mayor opened the meefing for public comment at 5:36 pm.  

Public Works Director, Chris Johnson took this fime to remind residents that garbage, debris, piles of bricks, etc., 
are not permifted in the alleyways. He explained that his department needs to have easy access in order to service 
water meters if needed.  

Public comment was closed at 5:37 pm. (00:7:22 in video)

5. CONSENT AGENDA: ACTION ITEMS (00:7:26 in video)

a. Approval of Minutes: March 24, 2025, Regular Meefing Minutes: Amy Phelps, City Clerk

b. Approval of Claims: March 25, through April 14, 2025: Shelly Shoemaker, Treasurer 

c. Department Head Reports  

Council Member Wrede inquired about the new Public Works Department hire Kayme Backstrom. She also asked 
if the City is sfill paying for BDE consulfing. Mayor Giordani replied that the contract with BDE will expire at the 
end of June and the Public Works posifion that was filled was budgeted. 

(00:09:46 in video) Council Member Wrede asked Sergent Mike Shelamer, Marshal’s office, about adding the 
Flock Safety transparency informafion to the City website. Sergent Shelamer explained that his department just 
completed training, and they are waifing for the transparency porfion to be created for them. 

(00:10:44 in video) Council President Shay asked the Public Works Director if he had an idea of when Main Street 
was slated to be re-surfaced. Chris Johnson said he will follow up with ITD and send out an update to Council 
Members this week.  

(00:12:01 in video) Council Member Davis asked if there was any follow-up on the Mobile Home that burned 
down on Main Street. Brian Parker, Community Development Director, said he received a call from the property 
owner last week and they’re planning on submifting a demolifion permit applicafion in the next few weeks. 

(00:12:41 in video) Council Member Wrede commented that it is great to see the new crosswalk flags, and she 
asked if there was news from ITD (Idaho Transportafion Department) about a schedule for repainfing the 
crosswalks (on Main Street). Public Works Director, Chris Johnson explained that ITD will repaint the crosswalks 
after they resurface Main Street. Council Member Wrede further inquired if there is a schedule for pothole filling 
in town. Johnson explained they don’t have a specific schedule; the department idenfifies the biggest holes and 
then work in quadrants to try to get as many filled in a day as efficiently as possible. Further discussion was had 
about current Public Works Department projects including the projected fimeline for repairs on the wastewater 
plant and the occasional odor issue. Chris Johnson explained the biological reason for the odor and the method 
used to fix it with an increased dosage of a chemical called Oxy Pro. He further explained that he is hoping to get 
the plant in full operafion by October 1st. Mayor Giordani explained that she is working with the Public Works 
Director to create a fimeline graphic to show the progress and create transparency which should be available in 
the next month.  

(00:18:55 in video) Council Member Obenauf commented that she spoke with a resident who lives close to the 
plant, and he said the odor has been befter than it has ever been depending on the direcfion of the wind. 

The Public Works Director reported that staff have been working at the site for three to four hours each day, with 
electricians present daily. The site is monitored regularly, both first thing in the morning and at the end of the 
day, to assess ongoing issues with odor. Mr. Johnson emphasized that they are doing everything they can, but the 
challenge lies in the biological nature of the wastewater treatment process. There is no quick fix, as changes—
such as adjusfing chemicals or aerafion—can take two to three days to show any improvement. 
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He explained that although the system includes advanced features like fine membrane filtrafion, the operafion 
sfill deals with organic mafter and microorganisms, making some level of odor unavoidable. It was acknowledged 
that a system rebuild should address the odor problem more effecfively than current methods.

Efforts to mifigate the issue include chlorinafion and ongoing treatment procedures. Sensors for hydrogen sulfide 
(H₂S) have been installed and are in the process of being fully acfivated.

(00:22:03 in video) Brian Parker, Community Development Director explained he has been working with 
the applicant and the Wood River Land Trust—the conservation easement holder over the Howard 
Preserve which is the property adjacent to the lot in question. Parker stated that there is potential to 
incorporate some of the property into the Howard Preserve after ensuring the plan is feasible. He 
explained some details still needed to be worked out with the Land Trust and at this time he is requesting 
the Public hearing be opened and then continued to April 28th.   

Council Member Davis wondered why no supporting documents had been provided at this time. Council 
President Shay explained that the Public Hearing was noticed for this day, and instead of publishing notice 
in the newspaper for a second time, the Council would continue the Public Hearing on the record to a 
date of April 28, 2025.  

Mayor Giordani Opened the Public Hearing at 5:53 p.m.  

Clarification that public comment would be taken on April 28th at the public hearing was made. 

Mayor Giordani Closed the Public Hearing at 5:54 p.m.  

Mofion: (00:24:26 in video) Council President Shay moved confinue the Public Hearing for an application for a 
lot line adjustment for Lots 1-6, Block 96 of the Bellevue Townsite Original Plat to a date certain of 
April 28, 2025. Council member Wrede Seconded the Mofion. Council Members Vofing Aye: Council 
Member Bergin, Council Member Obenauf, Council Member Wrede, Council President Shay, Council 
Member Mahoney, Council Member Davis. Council Members Vofing Nay: None. The Mofion Passed.

7. PRESENTATION

a. Presentafion for Blue Cross of Idaho Foundafion Community Project Grant Award: Blue Cross of Idaho 
Foundafion for Health Staff, Reynolds + Meyers

(00:26:49 in video) Courtney Frost, Execufive Director of the Blue Cross of Idaho Foundafion gave a presentafion 
on the Community Project Grant awarded to Bellevue. See aftached presentafion “exhibit A”.  

(00:47:55 in video) Chris Johnson, Public Works Director, expressed grafitude to Courtney, her team, Tasha, and 
the Reynolds team for their collaborafion. He acknowledged that this inifiafive has been a bit outside his usual 
comfort zone, but with help from Shelly and the support of others, it’s been a posifive experience. He thanked 
Brian for taking on a second grant and the Mayor for confinuing the effort. Over the past two years, the project 
has received approximately $107,000 in funding from the foundafion, which he emphasized as a significant 
contribufion for the community. 
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Council Member Davis raised a quesfion about integrafing the inifiafive with the Communifies for Youth Program 
to strengthen shared messaging and align goals. Courtney expressed that there is a strong connecfion and 
reaffirmed her foundafions support for the Communifies for Youth work. She expressed willingness to 
collaborate and share relevant informafion to help align the efforts further. 

Council President Shay posed a quesfion about who on staff or Council is responsible for ensuring the project 
confinues moving forward. Mayor Giordani clarified that a team is in place, including herself, Shelly Shoemaker, 
Brian Parker, Chris Johnson, and Krisfin Gearhart. She further explained Community involvement will primarily 
come through surveys and feedback mechanisms. 

b. Presentafion and Discussion regarding the City of Bellevue Water Project Status and updates: Public 
comment/quesfions will be taken: Merrick & Company, Chris Johnson, Public Works Director  

(00:51:30 in video) Mayor Giordani introduced the Agenda Item. She noted that Greg Dye, Chrisfina Gillespie, 
and Stuart Hurley from Merrick & Company joined the meefing via Zoom to give an update and answer any 
quesfions on the water project. 

Greg Dye, Merrick & Company,  explained that the team would be discussing compliance with the Idaho 
Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ), specifically the communicafions with DEQ and an updated project 
fimeline.

He began by addressing the amended Compliance Agreement Schedule between the City of Bellevue and the 
State of Idaho. According to Mr. Dye, the City was required to nofify the public about significant deficiencies, 
which has been done consistently through the Consumer Confidence Report and on the City website. The City 
has also completed assessment source water monitoring, with results showing no bacteriological contaminafion. 
Addifionally, a microscopic parficulate analysis confirmed that the water source is not under the direct influence 
of surface water, meaning more costly treatment upgrades will not be necessary. 

Mr. Dye further explained that two major deficiencies remain. The first is related to property access: there is 
currently no official land ownership or long-term access agreement in place to allow for engineering work or 
construcfion of system upgrades. This is sfill being negofiated. He stated the second issue concerns the physical 
protecfion of the system, specifically related to prevenfing backflow and contaminafion. Some system 
components are at ground level, which leaves them vulnerable to flooding and pests. Elevafing these structures 
is necessary to prevent such issues. 

Mr. Dye also shared that DEQ staff have been kept well-informed throughout the process via calls, emails, and in-
person communicafion. He explained the department is aware of the City’s progress, ongoing discussions with 
the landowner regarding access, and the current project schedule. He emphasized that Merrick and City staff 
have acfively maintained communicafion with DEQ to stay aligned on all compliance requirements. 

(00:58:25 in video)  Mr. Dye confinued his presentafion by sharing recent developments related to the Siemens 
Creek Springs collecfion system. He said thanks to the work of City staff, it has now been confirmed that the 
exisfing system is capable of delivering the full water right—a key quesfion that had previously been uncertain 
due to doubts about the accuracy of the system’s flow meters. He stated this confirmafion is important because 
it means there is no need to expand the capacity of the system. Instead, the focus can remain solely on 
upgrading the exisfing infrastructure and addressing current deficiencies, without the need for costly expansion.

Greg Dye explained that they will confinue to monitor water flow to account for any seasonal variafions and 
ensure there is no significant decline in performance, further explaining that this finding simplifies the project 
significantly and could also reduce the scope of preliminary engineering invesfigafions. Merrick will be 
coordinafing with the Idaho DEQ and the Army Corps of Engineers to determine whether a reducfion in field 
work, including cultural resource surveys, is acceptable, especially since the project area consists of previously 
disturbed ground. 

He went on to explain the next immediate step is complefing a land survey, as there is currently a lack of clarity 
about the precise locafion of easements and exisfing facilifies in relafion to the property boundaries. Mr. Dye 
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said the survey will help resolve these issues and support both the land access negofiafions and efforts to 
mifigate contaminafion risks.

He explained at present, the City and the landowner’s aftorneys are working on a Memorandum of 
Understanding (MOU) that will permit Merrick and their subconsultants to access the site for further 
evaluafions. He clarified that once access is secured, Merrick plans to host a “water team” stakeholder meefings 
involving representafives from the City, the landowner, and Merrick to discuss next steps, share informafion, and 
idenfify any concerns.

Mr. Dye then referenced a project handout included in the meefing materials, which outlines the five major 
phases of the project, presented in a top-to-boftom, left-to-right table format. He said the first phase, which 
includes the facility plan and funding, is already complete and they are currently in the second phase—field work 
and environmental reporfing. Within this phase, the legal meefings and first water team workshop have already 
occurred, and the team is now approaching the land access memorandum milestone. 

Mr. Dye went on to explain as the project progresses, Merrick will confinue to seek input from the City, the 
landowner, and DEQ, especially as they move toward complefing the preliminary engineering report, followed by 
the development of construcfion documents and, eventually, the construcfion itself.

He concluded by nofing a crifical deadline: under the amended compliance agreement, the City must complete 
construcfion by December 31, 2026. The current project fimeline is aligned with that requirement, and the team 
remains on schedule. He thanked the Mayor and Council for their fime and invited any quesfions or comments.  

(01:07:58 in Video) Council Member Wrede raised a quesfion about the lack of accessible documentafion 
regarding the project’s missed deadlines—parficularly the land access deadline of March 31, 2024. She said that 
despite the City informing residents of the importance of meefing DEQ deadlines, they are now over a year past 
the first required step without resolufion. Council Member Wrede asked when the documentafion explaining 
these delays, and the narrafive required by the Amended Compliance Agreement Schedule (ACAS),would be 
made available to the Council and residents. She stated concern that these delays could lead to civil penalfies, 
and asked what explanafions or jusfificafions had been formally submifted to DEQ about the failure to secure 
land access. She then asked for clarificafion on whether the blame for delays had been placed on the landowner, 
which prompted an interjecfion challenging the nofion that the landowner had been assigned fault. 

Mayor Giordani asked Merrick to first answer this quesfion: what documentafion does DEQ require when the 
City misses a deadline? 

(01:10:31 in Video) Greg Dye explained that DEQ requires advanced nofificafion when a deadline will not be met. 
The project team has been in regular communicafion with DEQ regarding missed deadlines, providing advanced 
nofice and explanafions when delays occur. He emphasized that DEQ has not pushed back, they have been 
understanding, and they are primarily focused on ensuring the final construcfion deadline is met. He further 
described that while interim deadlines are important, DEQ recognizes that delays can happen due to factors 
beyond the team’s control. 

(01:12:23 in Video) Council Member Wrede asked for copies of all wriften submissions made by the City of 
Bellevue to the Idaho DEQ explaining delays in meefing ACAS deadlines, as required under item 17 of the 
agreement.  

This quesfion prompted an inquiry from Mayor Giordani asking if Council Member Wrede has requested any of 
the documents from City Staff and ulfimately concluded that Council Member Wrede needed to submit a formal 
records request for the documentafion. 

(01:14:59 in video) Council Member Wrede quesfioned why the public hasn’t been given access to key project 
documents, parficularly those related to missed deadlines and communicafions with DEQ. She expressed 
concern that, despite assurances made to voters during the Bellevue Water Bond campaign—promising fimely 
compliance—the City is now over a year behind schedule. She asked for transparency from leadership, calling for 
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clear explanafions and documentafion to help the community understand why the project is delayed and why 
DEQ is sfill waifing on acfions from the City. 

(01:15:54 in video) Mayor Giordani responded by emphasizing that the purpose of the meefing was to address 
the very quesfions being raised, and that the discussion and answers had already begun with Greg Dye’s 
presentafion. She acknowledged Council Member Wrede’s concerns about the fimeline delays and stated they 
were being heard. The Mayor reiterated that the meefing was a formal project review, during which the updated 
fimeline and communicafions with DEQ were being covered. She stressed that DEQ has not raised concerns 
about the City’s communicafion regarding delays.

When Council Member Wrede pressed further about what exactly had been communicated to DEQ and 
suggested the City might not be in compliance under the current agreement, the Mayor disagreed, stafing that 
no such direcfive or interpretafion had been issued by DEQ to City officials or Merrick. She then returned the 
floor to Greg Dye and the Merrick team, asking them—per Council Member Wrede’s request—if they could 
provide the wriften documentafion sent to DEQ explaining the missed deadlines.

(01:18:08 in video) Greg Dye confirmed that Merrick can provide the requested documentafion sent to DEQ 
regarding missed deadlines. He explained that they have maintained regular communicafion with DEQ across 
mulfiple departments and have submifted explanatory emails. Mr. Dye noted that if DEQ had serious concerns or 
required formal amendments to the compliance agreement, they would have requested them, but that has not 
happened. He assured the Council that the documentafion exists and will be shared.

(01:19:40 in video) Council Member Davis asked how the fiming affects the loan.

Chrisfina Gillespie responded to Council Member Davis by reaffirming that Merrick has maintained consistent 
and transparent communicafion with the Idaho Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ), including key staff 
in the Grants and Loans Bureau. She explained that DEQ is fully aware of the ongoing efforts between the City’s 
and the landowner’s aftorneys to finalize an MOU for land access. Miss Gillespie emphasized that delays like this 
are not uncommon in Idaho projects and that DEQ is informed and supporfive.

She stated that, based on current progress, the team sfill believes the project can be completed within the 
fimelines set by the amended compliance agreement and associated funding agreements. Chrisfina also 
menfioned that she recently spoke with DEQ’s Compliance Chief at a state conference, and that DEQ remains 
aligned and willing to aftend a future meefing to address any concerns directly.

(01:22:58 in video) Council Member Wrede asked for clarificafion on the process for the amendments Miss 
Gillespie referenced.  

Chrisfina Gillespie explained that when a fimeline extension is needed, the process involves emailing DEQ with a 
proposal, holding a virtual meefing to explain and support the request, and then receiving a one- or two-page 
amendment for the city and DEQ to approve. However, she confirmed that currently, no such amendment is 
needed for the Bellevue project. 

Council discussion was had confirming that no amendments were required on the water project at this fime with 
regards to the funding agreement specifically. The Council then discussed land access and concluded that it was 
not an issue prevenfing forward movement on the water project because of an exisfing easement and an 
agreement with the landowner. Council Member Wrede further expressed her concerns with the delay.  

(01:29:12 in video) Council Member Davis menfioned that this is delay is not uncommon and if DEQ and the 
agencies that oversee the project had an issue the City would be the first to know about it.  

(01:29:40 in video) Council Member Wrede quesfioned the lack of transparency surrounding the year-long delay 
in securing land access, expressing concern that the Council and public have not been fully informed and warning 
that the City may not be in compliance or able to meet project deadlines. Mayor Giordani responded by 
acknowledging the lack of informafion and took responsibility for improving communicafion moving forward. 
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She emphasized that the City is currently in compliance, according to both the engineering team and DEQ, and 
stressed the importance of trusfing the experts. She also confirmed, with support from Greg Dye, that there is no 
need for an amended compliance agreement at this fime.

(01:34:10 in video) Council Member Wrede asked for a full descripfion and reasoning behind the delay, 
specifically about land access.  

Rick Allington, Legal Counsel for the City of Bellevue, explained that the delay was largely due to changes in the 
project scope. Inifially, the broader scope raised concerns for the landowner, but as the project has progressed 
and the scope has been narrowed, the landowner has become more comfortable. He emphasized that this is a 
back-and-forth process that naturally takes fime, especially with seasonal delays like winter impacfing progress.

(01:35:20 in video) Chris Johnson, Public Works Director, explained that the project began in September 2022 
with engineering assessments and a selecfion process that resulted in hiring Merrick. While funding and bonding 
were secured, the City lacked a Public Works Director to serve as a liaison between the City, Merrick, and the 
landowner. Mr. Johnson explained that since he stepped into the role in January, he has been acfively rebuilding 
communicafion, regularly updafing the landowner, and coordinafing with DEQ and Merrick. He said delays 
stemmed from leadership changes, coordinafion issues, and winter weather, but progress is now on track. Mr. 
Johnson concluded the MOU with the landowner is expected next week, surveying will begin shortly after, and 
the project is sfill expected to meet the required fimeline barring unforeseen supply issues.

(01:38:23 in video) Jim Laski, aftorney for Ee-da-ho Ranch, explained that over the past six months, the parfies 
have made significant progress in narrowing the scope of the project. He said that Inifially, there were concerns 
about how broad the proposed survey was, but through meefings, discussions, and the involvement of aftorney 
Chris Bromley, it became clear that the overall project scope is much smaller than originally thought. He noted 
that the extended discussions and debates about the scope were a major reason for delays in finalizing the MOU, 
which is now acfively being worked on.

(01:39:34 in video) Council Member Bergin expressed that nothing in the meefing so far had raised serious 
concerns for him about meefing the December 31, 2026 construcfion deadline. He also asked for clarificafion on 
the point about not needing to expand the system’s capacity and how that might posifively impact the 
construcfion fimeline. Greg Dye confirmed that the project now focuses on repairing exisfing deficiencies rather 
than expanding the system, which simplifies the work and supports staying on schedule. 

(01:42:23 in video) Council Member Wrede asked if there will be a revised project plan and when it would 
appear in the fimeline. Greg Dye responded that the current project milestones table is up to date, with key 
acfivifies like the land survey set for Q2–Q3 2025. He further explained that once the survey is done, further 
studies will begin, followed by engineering work, then construcfion in summer 2026—sfill aligned with the 
original schedule. 

(01:44:28 in video) Mayor Giordani opened the meefing to public comments and quesfions. 

Tony Evans, from the Idaho Mountain Express asked if the current water project entailed moving the spring.  

Chris Johnson explained that the source collecfion point remains the same, but the transmission line will be 
rerouted along a county road due to earlier agreements and design requirements. This shift adds only a small 
distance. Mr. Johnson added that projected costs were inifially overesfimated to avoid future funding shorffalls, 
and that recent clarificafions and easement confirmafions may lower overall costs. Greg Dye confirmed that 
updated cost esfimates will be included in the Preliminary Engineering Report, expected in Q3–Q4 of 2025. 

(01:53:33 in video) Werner Morawitz, Owner of Ee-Da-Ho Ranch asked if hydrogeologic studies were necessary if 
the of the spring collecfion areas don’t need to be moved and which studies are required to be conducted and if 
so, would they be conducted within exisfing easements.
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Greg Dye explained that due to confirmafion that the current system delivers 3 cfs, they no longer need soil 
borings, only recommending the monitoring of wells to track seasonal spring level variafions. He explained these 
will be placed near exisfing facilifies. While the goal is to install them within exisfing easements, a land survey is 
needed to confirm easement boundaries, so he couldn’t yet commit to exact locafions.

(01:56:57 in video) Mayor Giordani addressed Council Member Wrede’s public wrifings. She emphasized the 
importance of respecfful communicafion, acknowledging Wrede’s right to her opinions but urging her to seek 
informafion directly from staff before publishing. The Mayor reaffirmed the City’s compliance with DEQ, 
defended staff efforts, and asked for a confinued commitment to construcfive dialogue and transparency.

Council Member Wrede responded by defending her acfions and wrifings, quesfioning the project’s 
management and transparency, and emphasizing that residents deserve fimely and accurate informafion. She 
acknowledged the Mayor’s points but reiterated concerns about communicafion and representafion. Wrede 
agreed to confinue supporfing transparency efforts, including the City's website, but expressed frustrafion with 
limitafions placed on her communicafion with DEQ and staff responses to public inquiries.

(02:16:50 in video) For the sake of fime, Mayor Giordani requested to move Agenda item 9c above item 8 to 
ensure that it was covered during this meefing. 

Mofion: Council Member Davis moved amend the Agenda by moving item 9c above item 8. Council President 
Shay Seconded the Mofion. Council Members Vofing Aye: Council Member Bergin, Council Member 
Obenauf, Council Member Wrede, Council President Shay, Council Member Mahoney, Council Member 
Davis. Council Members Vofing Nay: None. The Mofion Passed.

New Business 
a. Introduction of Ordinance No. 2025-XX, an Ordinance granting to Intermountain Gas Company a Ten-Year 

extension to its franchise to construct, maintain, and operate a gas transmission and distribution system 
in the City of Bellevue | Shelly Shoemaker, Treasurer and Rick Allington, City Legal Counsel 

Rick Allington explained that this agenda item is an introducfion of an ordinance to extend Intermountain Gas 
Company's franchise agreement with the City of Bellevue for another 10 years. The agreement remains 
unchanged, including the 3% franchise fee. Procedurally, it must be introduced, published in the newspaper, and 
cannot be passed unfil at least 30 days after introducfion. He confirmed that no acfion is required at this 
meefing; the ordinance will return for approval at a future meefing in May.

8. OLD BUSINESS

a. Follow-up discussion and review of the City of Bellevue Comprehensive Plan | Brian Parker, Community 
Development Director 

(02:20:00 in video) Community Development Director, Brian Parker explained that he wanted to ensure the 
Council became familiar with the Comprehensive Plan and asked what their impressions were.  

The Council had a discussion that focused on updafing the plan to improve its usability, structure, and ability to 
track progress, rather than starfing over from scratch.

There was a strong emphasis on implemenfing the outstanding parts of the plan and ensuring the City stays on 
task. Council Members expressed concern about how to involve working residents in the process and 
emphasized the importance of engaging a diverse group, especially through partnerships with community 
organizafions that can help reach underrepresented populafions, including the Hispanic community. 

Mr. Parker explained that a resolufion will be brought forward at the next meefing to establish an advisory 
commiftee, which will guide the update process. He further stated that Council will stay informed with regular 
check-ins, but won’t be directly involved in the steering commiftee. There was also discussion about making the 
plan more accessible to the public by possibly creafing a simplified version or “cheat sheet” to help residents 
understand what the comprehensive plan is and how it affects them.  
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b. Confinuafion of Public Works Request for Funds for Snow Plus Tires for Leased Loader: Chris Johnson, 
Public Works Director | ACTION ITEM

(02:34:03 in video) Public Works Director, Chris Johnson explained that he found a more affordable opfion for 
Snow Plus Tires from Les Schwab with the total cost being $9,156.46, which also includes a befter warranty. He 
appreciated the input that prompted him to explore alternafives, nofing that it's beneficial to have found a local 
provider offering both a lower price and improved terms. 

Council Member Mahoney asked how fast the City must buy the fires. Mr. Johnson explained it would be befter 
to do it now than to wait unfil August. 

(02:35:58 in video) Council Member Bergin asked if there was money allocated in the budget for the fires. Mr. 
Johnson explained that adjustments would have to be made, but there is money, and he will work with the City 
Treasurer to find the line item. Discussion was had about the difference in price between the original request 
verses this currant price request.  

Mofion: Council Member Davis moved to approve the Public Works Request for Funds for Snow Plus Tires for 
Leased Loader in the amount of $9,156.46. Council Member Mahoney Seconded the Mofion. Council 
Members Vofing Aye: Council Member Bergin, Council Member Obenauf, Council Member Wrede, 
Council President Shay, Council Member Mahoney, Council Member Davis. Council Members Vofing 
Nay: None. The Mofion Passed.

9. NEW BUSINESS

a. Public Works Request for Funds for a Motor Grader: Chris Johnson, Public Works Director | ACTION ITEM

(02:37:55 in video) Chris Johnson, Public Works Director, requested funds for a new road grader to replace the 
City’s current machine, which was manufactured in 1988. He explained that key parts are no longer replaceable 
due to wear, and the equipment is essenfial for snow removal and road maintenance throughout the City, 
including access to crifical infrastructure like the water treatment plant and springs. He highlighted the need to 
order now, rather than wait for the next budget cycle, because delivery will take at least six months—just in fime 
for the next snow season. Of the three bids received, he recommended the John Deere opfion as the best value. 
He explained that the equipment will be shared across City departments and includes necessary implements like 
a wing and a plow for efficient snow management. Mr. Johnson also noted that leasing includes a service 
contract, which makes costs predictable and ensures reliability. He acknowledged the expense but framed it as a 
crifical investment in the City's infrastructure and service capacity. 

(02:42:39 in video) Council Member Obenauf asked if the City would be able to save on hiring contractors for 
snow removal if the purchase is made. Mr. Johnson replied that the lack of staff restricts the amount of work 
they can do and sfill needs Lunceford to plow certain areas of the City.  

The council discussed whether the purchase required a formal bidding process under Idaho Code due to the cost 
of the grader. Mr. Johnson confirmed that bids were solicited from regional vendors for Cat and John Deere 
equipment, the only two manufacturers that make this kind of grader. He clarified that this was not an 
immediate acfion item but rather an informafional discussion in preparafion for budgefing the purchase in the 
2025–2026 fiscal year. Council members requested more detailed budget informafion and asked Mr. Johnson to 
explore whether similar equipment had been compefifively bid in other municipalifies (e.g., Sun Valley), which 
could allow Bellevue to piggyback on their procurement. They also suggested exploring if other types of snow-
removal equipment might be befter suited or more cost-effecfive. The Public Works Director agreed to gather 
more informafion, re-check vendor opfions, and return with an updated proposal. The council agreed to revisit 
the discussion at the April 28th meefing.
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b. Considerafion of Resolufion No. 25-12 Relafing to Surplus Personal Property; declaring certain personal 
property of the City to be surplus; authorizing and direcfing the disposal of the surplus property: Amy 
Phelps, City Clerk | ACTION ITEM

(02:56:40 in video) Amy Phelps, City Clerk explained that there is an overflowing closet with old monitors and 
computers that need to be cleared out. She explained by statute; the Council must authorize the disposal of 
these items. Addifionally, if any informafion is stored on the computers, it must be wiped or destroyed. Miss 
Phelps said she is considering opfions for donafing the equipment and will coordinate with others to ensure 
proper disposal. 

Mofion: Council Member Bergin moved to approve Resolufion No. 25-12 Relafing to Surplus Personal Property; 
declaring certain personal property of the City to be surplus; authorizing and direcfing the disposal of 
the surplus property. Council Member Mahoney Seconded the Mofion. Council Members Vofing Aye: 
Council Member Bergin, Council Member Obenauf, Council Member Wrede, Council President Shay, 
Council Member Mahoney, Council Member Davis. Council Members Vofing Nay: None. The Mofion 
Passed. 

Adjournment:

(02:59:07 in Video) With no further business coming before the Common Council at this fime, Council Member 
Davis moved to adjourn the meefing. Council Member Obenauf seconded the mofion. The meefing adjourned at 
8:28 p.m. The mofion passed unanimously.

Background: Our current motor grader is a 1988 model that is well beyond 
its service life. Casey has done his best to complete some repairs and re-attached 
the snow wing so it can remain in operation. The age and controls it is difficult to 
find operators and in its current state and being a 2 wheel drive it takes some 
finesse and patience to ensure it continues to operate. This is one of the most 
important tools we have for snow removal.

Supplier desires to contract with Sourcewell to provide equipment, products, or services to 
Sourcewell and the entities that access Sourcewell’s cooperative purchasing contracts 
(Participating Entities).  

 
1. TERM OF CONTRACT 

 
A. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Contract is effective upon the date of the final signature below.  
 
B. EXPIRATION DATE AND EXTENSION. This Contract expires April 14, 2027, unless it is 
cancelled sooner pursuant to Article 22. This Contract may be extended one additional year 
upon the request of Sourcewell and written agreement by Supplier. 
 
C. SURVIVAL OF TERMS. Notwithstanding any expiration or termination of this Contract, all 
payment obligations incurred prior to expiration or termination will survive, as will the 
following: Articles 11 through 14 survive the expiration or cancellation of this Contract. All 
other rights will cease upon expiration or termination of this Contract. 
 

2. EQUIPMENT, PRODUCTS, OR SERVICES 
 
A. EQUIPMENT, PRODUCTS, OR SERVICES. Supplier will provide the Equipment, Products, or 
Services as stated in its Proposal submitted under the Solicitation Number listed above. 
Supplier’s Equipment, Products, or Services Proposal (Proposal) is attached and incorporated 
into this Contract.

Pursuant to Section 10(b), Supplier will subcontract certain obligations under this Contract to its 
dealers. Only those dealers that sign a Participation Agreement with Supplier obligating them to 
comply with the terms of this Contract will be eligible to provide Equipment, Products, or 
Services as a subcontractor under this Contract. In the event there is no dealer who has entered 
into a Participation Agreement available to provide Equipment, Products, or Services to a 
Participating Entity, Supplier will be under no obligation to provide Equipment, Products, or 
Services to such Participating Entity under this Contract. Supplier will provide a copy of this 
Contract to its dealers that would normally service Participating Entities and invite such dealers 
to enter into a Participation Agreement as a subcontractor of Supplier under the terms of this 
Contract.  
 
All Equipment and Products provided under this Contract must be new and the current model.  
Supplier may offer close-out or refurbished Equipment or Products if they are clearly indicated 
in Supplier’s product and pricing list. Unless agreed to by the Participating Entities in advance, 
Equipment or Products must be delivered as operational to the Participating Entity’s site.     
 
This Contract offers an indefinite quantity of sales, and while substantial volume is anticipated, 
sales and sales volume are not guaranteed.  
 
B. WARRANTY. Supplier warrants that all Equipment, Products, and Services furnished are free 
from liens and encumbrances, and are free from defects in design, materials, and workmanship. 
In addition, Supplier warrants the Equipment, Products, and Services are suitable for and will 
perform in accordance with the ordinary use for which they are intended. Supplier’s dealers 
and distributors must agree to assist the Participating Entity in reaching a resolution in any 
dispute over warranty terms with the manufacturer.  Any manufacturer’s warranty that extends 
beyond the expiration of the Supplier’s warranty will be passed on to the Participating Entity.   
 
C. DEALERS, DISTRIBUTORS, AND/OR RESELLERS. Upon Contract execution and throughout 
the Contract term, Supplier must provide to Sourcewell a current means to validate or 
authenticate Supplier’s authorized dealers, distributors, or resellers relative to the Equipment, 
Products, and Services offered under this Contract, which will be incorporated into this 
Contract by reference. It is the Supplier’s responsibility to ensure Sourcewell receives the most 
current information.  
 

3. PRICING 
 
All Equipment, Products, or Services under this Contract will be priced at or below the 
percentage list discount stated in the supplier’s proposal. 
 
Upon request made to a participating CAT dealer, from a Participating Entity identifying 
themselves as a Sourcewell member by providing their Sourcewell member number and 
contract number; formal quotes will list all costs, including all delivery expenses, such as freight 
and permits (when required). 
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Alternatively, Participating Entities may choose to make their own transportation 
arrangements. In such case, there would be no delivery charges from the local participating Cat 
dealer. 
Regardless of the payment method chosen by the Participating Entity, the total cost associated 
with any purchase option of the Equipment, Products, or Services must always be disclosed in 
the pricing quote to the applicable Participating Entity at the time of purchase.   
 
A. SHIPPING AND SHIPPING COSTS. All delivered Equipment and Products must be properly 
packaged. Damaged Equipment and Products may be rejected. If the damage is not readily 
apparent at the time of delivery, Supplier must permit the Equipment and Products to be 
returned within a reasonable time at no cost to Sourcewell or its Participating Entities. 
Participating Entities reserve the right to inspect the Equipment and Products at a reasonable 
time after delivery where circumstances or conditions prevent effective inspection of the 
Equipment and Products at the time of delivery. In the event of the delivery of nonconforming 
Equipment and Products, the Participating Entity will notify the Supplier as soon as possible and 
the Supplier will replace nonconforming Equipment and Products with conforming Equipment 
and Products that are acceptable to the Participating Entity. 
   
Supplier must arrange for and pay for the return shipment on Equipment and Products that arrive 
in a defective or inoperable condition.  
 
Sourcewell may declare the Supplier in breach of this Contract if the Supplier intentionally 
delivers substandard or inferior Equipment or Products.  
 
B. SALES TAX. Each Participating Entity is responsible for supplying the Supplier with valid tax-
exemption certification(s). When ordering, a Participating Entity must indicate if it is a tax-
exempt entity.  
 
C. HOT LIST PRICING. At any time during this Contract, Supplier may offer a specific selection 
of Equipment, Products, or Services at discounts greater than those listed in the Contract. 
When Supplier determines it will offer Hot List Pricing, it must be submitted electronically to 
Sourcewell in a line-item format. Equipment, Products, or Services may be added or removed 
from the Hot List at any time through a Sourcewell Price and Product Change Form as defined 
in Article 4 below.   
 
Hot List program and pricing may also be used to discount and liquidate close-out and 
discontinued Equipment and Products as long as those close-out and discontinued items are 
clearly identified as such. Current ordering process and administrative fees apply. Hot List 
Pricing must be published and made available to all Participating Entities. 
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4. PRODUCT AND PRICING CHANGE REQUESTS 
 

Supplier may request Equipment, Product, or Service changes, additions, or deletions at any 
time. All requests must be made in writing by submitting a signed Sourcewell Price and Product 
Change Request Form to the assigned Sourcewell Supplier Development Administrator. This 
approved form is available from the assigned Sourcewell Supplier Development Administrator. 
At a minimum, the request must:  
 

• Identify the applicable Sourcewell contract number; 
• Clearly specify the requested change; 
• Provide sufficient detail to justify the requested change; 
• Individually list all Equipment, Products, or Services affected by the requested change, 
along with the requested change (e.g., addition, deletion, price change); and 
• Include a complete restatement of pricing documentation in Microsoft Excel with the 
effective date of the modified pricing, or product addition or deletion. The new pricing 
restatement must include all Equipment, Products, and Services offered, even for those 
items where pricing remains unchanged. 

 
A fully executed Sourcewell Price and Product Request Form will become an amendment 
to this Contract and will be incorporated by reference.  

 
5. PARTICIPATION, CONTRACT ACCESS, AND PARTICIPATING ENTITY REQUIREMENTS 

  
A. PARTICIPATION. Sourcewell’s cooperative contracts are available and open to public and 
nonprofit entities across the United States and Canada; such as federal, state/province, 
municipal, K-12 and higher education, tribal government, and other public entities.  Supplier 
may not enter into a contract with a U.S. Federal Government entity prior to obtaining 
necessary internal approvals and shall not be obligated to provide Equipment, Products or 
Services to any U.S. Federal Government entity under this Contract unless separately agreed in 
writing. Caterpillar may work with such parties and may agree to provide equipment or services 
under the Contract on a case-by-case basis. 
 
The benefits of this Contract should be available to all Participating Entities that can legally 
access the Equipment, Products, or Services under this Contract. A Participating Entity’s 
authority to access this Contract is determined through its cooperative purchasing, interlocal, 
or joint powers laws. Any entity accessing benefits of this Contract will be considered a Service 
Member of Sourcewell during such time of access. Supplier understands that a Participating 
Entity’s use of this Contract is at the Participating Entity’s sole convenience and Participating 
Entities reserve the right to obtain like Equipment, Products, or Services from any other source. 
 
Supplier is responsible for familiarizing its sales and service forces with Sourcewell contract use 
eligibility requirements and documentation and will encourage potential participating entities 
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to join Sourcewell.  Sourcewell reserves the right to add and remove Participating Entities to its 
roster during the term of this Contract.   
 
B. PUBLIC FACILITIES. Supplier’s employees may be required to perform work at government-
owned facilities, including schools. Supplier’s employees and agents must conduct themselves 
in a professional manner while on the premises, and in accordance with Participating Entity 
policies and procedures, and all applicable laws.   
 

6. PARTICIPATING ENTITY USE AND PURCHASING 
 
A. ORDERS AND PAYMENT. To access the contracted Equipment, Products, or Services under 
this Contract, a Participating Entity must clearly indicate to Supplier that it intends to access this 
Contract; however, order flow and procedure will be developed jointly between Sourcewell and 
Supplier. Typically, a Participating Entity will issue an order directly to Participating Dealers with 
payments made to the Participating Dealers. If a Participating Entity issues a purchase order, it 
may use its own forms, but the purchase order should clearly note the applicable Sourcewell 
contract number. All Participating Entity orders under this Contract must be issued prior to 
expiration or cancellation of this Contract; however, Supplier performance, Participating Entity 
payment obligations, and any applicable warranty periods or other Supplier or Participating 
Entity obligations may extend beyond the term of this Contract.  
 
Supplier’s acceptable forms of payment are included in its attached Proposal.  Participating 
Entities will be solely responsible for payment and Sourcewell will have no liability for any 
unpaid invoice of any Participating Entity.   
 
B. ADDITIONAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS/PARTICIPATING ADDENDUM. Additional terms and 
conditions to a purchase order, or other required transaction documentation, may be 
negotiated between a Participating Entity and Supplier’s Participating Dealer, such as job or 
industry-specific requirements, legal requirements (e.g., affirmative action or immigration 
status requirements), or specific local policy requirements. Some Participating Entities may 
require the use of a Participating Addendum, the terms of which will be negotiated directly 
between the Participating Entity and Supplier’s Participating Dealer or its authorized dealers, 
distributors, or resellers, as applicable.  Any negotiated additional terms and conditions must 
never be less favorable to the Participating Entity than what is contained in this Contract. 
 
C. SPECIALIZED SERVICE REQUIREMENTS. In the event that the Participating Entity requires 
service or specialized performance requirements not addressed in this Contract (such as e-
commerce specifications, specialized delivery requirements, or other specifications and 
requirements), the Participating Entity and the Supplier may enter into a separate, standalone 
agreement, apart from this Contract. Sourcewell, including its agents and employees, will not 
be made a party to a claim for breach of such agreement.   
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D. TERMINATION OF ORDERS. Participating Entities may terminate an order, in whole or 
in part, immediately upon notice to Supplier in the event of any of the following events:   
 

1. The Participating Entity fails to receive funding or appropriation from its governing body 
at levels sufficient to pay for the equipment, products, or services to be purchased; or 
2. Federal, state, or provincial laws or regulations prohibit the purchase or change the 
Participating Entity’s requirements. 

 
E. GOVERNING LAW AND VENUE. The governing law and venue for any action related to a 
Participating Entity’s order will be determined by the Participating Entity making the purchase.   
 

7. CUSTOMER SERVICE 
 
A. PRIMARY ACCOUNT REPRESENTATIVE. Supplier will assign an Account Representative to 
Sourcewell for this Contract and must provide prompt notice to Sourcewell if that person is 
changed. The Account Representative will be responsible for: 
  

• Maintenance and management of this Contract; 
• Timely response to all Sourcewell and Participating Entity inquiries; and 
• Business reviews to Sourcewell and Participating Entities, if applicable. 

 
B. BUSINESS REVIEWS. Supplier must perform a minimum of one business review with 
Sourcewell per contract year. The business review will cover sales to Participating Entities, 
pricing and contract terms, administrative fees, sales data reports, performance issues, supply 
issues, customer issues, and any other necessary information.  
 

8. REPORT ON CONTRACT SALES ACTIVITY AND ADMINISTRATIVE FEE PAYMENT 
 
A. CONTRACT SALES ACTIVITY REPORT. Each calendar quarter, Supplier must provide a 
contract sales activity report (Report) to the Sourcewell Supplier Development Administrator 
assigned to this Contract. Reports are due no later than 45 days after the end of each calendar 
quarter. A Report must be provided regardless of the number or amount of sales during that 
quarter (i.e., if there are no sales, Supplier must submit a report indicating no sales were 
made).  
 
The Report must contain the following fields: 
 

• Participating Entity Name (e.g., City of Staples Highway Department); 
• Participating Entity Physical Street Address; 
• Participating Entity City; 
• Participating Entity State/Province; 
• Participating Entity Zip/Postal Code; 
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• Participating Entity Contact Name; 
• Participating Entity Contact Email Address; 
• Participating Entity Contact Telephone Number; 
• Sourcewell Assigned Entity/Participating Entity Number; 
• Item Purchased Description; 
• Item Purchased Price;  
• Sourcewell Administrative Fee Applied; and 
• Date Purchase was invoiced/sale was recognized as revenue by Supplier. 

 
B. ADMINISTRATIVE FEE. In consideration for the support and services provided by Sourcewell, 
the Supplier will pay an administrative fee to Sourcewell on all Equipment, Products, and 
Services provided to Participating Entities. The Administrative Fee must be included in, and not 
added to, the pricing. Supplier may not charge Participating Entities more than the contracted 
price to offset the Administrative Fee. 
 
The Supplier will submit payment to Sourcewell for the percentage of administrative fee stated 
in the Proposal multiplied by the total sales of all Equipment, Products, and Services purchased 
by Participating Entities under this Contract during each calendar quarter. Payments should 
note the Supplier’s name and Sourcewell-assigned contract number in the memo; and must be 
mailed to the address above “Attn: Accounts Receivable” or remitted electronically to 
Sourcewell’s banking institution per Sourcewell’s Finance department instructions. Payments 
must be received no later than 45 calendar days after the end of each calendar quarter. 

 
Supplier agrees to cooperate with Sourcewell in auditing transactions under this Contract to 
ensure that the administrative fee is paid on all items purchased under this Contract. 

 
In the event the Supplier is delinquent in any undisputed administrative fees, Sourcewell 
reserves the right to cancel this Contract and reject any proposal submitted by the Supplier in 
any subsequent solicitation. In the event this Contract is cancelled by either party prior to the 
Contract’s expiration date, the administrative fee payment will be due no more than 30 days 
from the cancellation date.  
 

9. AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE 
 
Sourcewell's Authorized Representative is its Chief Procurement Officer.   

 
Supplier’s Authorized Representative is the person named in the Supplier’s Proposal. If 
Supplier’s Authorized Representative changes at any time during this Contract, Supplier must 
promptly notify Sourcewell in writing. 
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10. AUDIT, ASSIGNMENT, AMENDMENTS, WAIVER, AND CONTRACT COMPLETE 
 
A. AUDIT. Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes Section 16C.05, subdivision 5, the books, records, 
documents, and accounting procedures and practices relevant to this Contract are subject to 
examination by Sourcewell or the Minnesota State Auditor for a minimum of six years from the 
end of this Contract. This clause extends to Participating Entities as it relates to business 
conducted by that Participating Entity under this Contract. 
 
B. ASSIGNMENT. Neither party may assign or otherwise transfer its rights or obligations under 
this Contract without the prior written consent of the other party and a fully executed 
assignment agreement. Such consent will not be unreasonably withheld. Any prohibited 
assignment will be invalid. Provided, however, that Supplier is permitted to subcontract certain 
of its rights and obligations to Supplier Participating Dealers for performance without 
Sourcewell’s prior written consent. 
 
C. AMENDMENTS. Any amendment to this Contract must be in writing and will not be effective 
until it has been duly executed by the parties.   
 
D. WAIVER. Failure by either party to take action or assert any right under this Contract will 
not be deemed a waiver of such right in the event of the continuation or repetition of the 
circumstances giving rise to such right. Any such waiver must be in writing and signed by the 
parties. 
 
E. CONTRACT COMPLETE. This Contract represents the complete agreement between the 
parties. No other understanding regarding this Contract, whether written or oral, may be used 
to bind either party. For any conflict between the attached Proposal and the terms set out in 
Articles 1-22 of this Contract, the terms of Articles 1-22 will govern. 
 
F. RELATIONSHIP OF THE PARTIES. The relationship of the parties is one of independent 
contractors, each free to exercise judgment and discretion with regard to the conduct of their 
respective businesses. This Contract does not create a partnership, joint venture, or any other 
relationship such as master-servant, or principal-agent.  
 

11. INDEMNITY AND HOLD HARMLESS 
 
Intentionally omitted. 

 
12. GOVERNMENT DATA PRACTICES 

 
Supplier and Sourcewell must comply with the Minnesota Government Data Practices Act, 
Minnesota Statutes Chapter 13, as it applies to all data provided by or provided to Sourcewell 
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under this Contract and as it applies to all data created, collected, received, maintained, or 
disseminated by the Supplier under this Contract.  
 

13. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY, PUBLICITY, MARKETING, AND ENDORSEMENT 
 

A. Intentionally Deleted. 
 

B. PUBLICITY. Any publicity regarding the subject matter of this Contract must not be released 
without prior written approval from the Authorized Representatives. Publicity includes notices, 
informational pamphlets, press releases, research, reports, signs, and similar public notices 
prepared by or for the Supplier individually or jointly with others, or any subcontractors, with 
respect to the program, publications, or services provided resulting from this Contract. 
 
C. MARKETING. Any direct advertising, marketing, or offers with Participating Entities must be 
approved by Sourcewell. Send all approval requests to the Sourcewell Supplier Development 
Administrator assigned to this Contract.   
 
D. ENDORSEMENT. The Supplier must not claim that Sourcewell endorses its Equipment, 
Products, or Services. 

 
14. GOVERNING LAW, JURISDICTION, AND VENUE 

 
The substantive and procedural laws of the State of Minnesota will govern this Contract. Venue 
for all legal proceedings arising out of this Contract, or its breach, must be in the appropriate 
state court in Todd County, Minnesota or federal court in Fergus Falls, Minnesota.  
 

15. FORCE MAJEURE 
 
Neither party to this Contract will be held responsible for delay or default caused by acts of God 
or other conditions that are beyond that party’s reasonable control. A party defaulting under 
this provision must provide the other party prompt written notice of the default. 
 

16. SEVERABILITY 
 
If any provision of this Contract is found by a court of competent jurisdiction to be illegal, 
unenforceable, or void then both parties will be relieved from all obligations arising from that 
provision. If the remainder of this Contract is capable of being performed, it will not be affected 
by such determination or finding and must be fully performed. 
 

17. PERFORMANCE, DEFAULT, AND REMEDIES 
 
A. PERFORMANCE. During the term of this Contract, the parties will monitor performance and 
address unresolved contract issues as follows:  
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1. Notification. The parties must promptly notify each other of any known dispute and 
work in good faith to resolve such dispute within a reasonable period of time. If necessary, 
Sourcewell and the Supplier will jointly develop a short briefing document that describes 
the issue(s), relevant impact, and positions of both parties.  
2. Escalation. If parties are unable to resolve the issue in a timely manner, as specified 
above, either Sourcewell or Supplier may escalate the resolution of the issue to a higher 
level of management. The Supplier will have 30 calendar days to cure an outstanding issue.  
3. Performance while Dispute is Pending. Notwithstanding the existence of a dispute, the 
Supplier must continue without delay to carry out all of its responsibilities under the 
Contract that are not affected by the dispute. If the Supplier fails to continue without delay 
to perform its responsibilities under the Contract, in the accomplishment of all undisputed 
work, the Supplier will bear any additional costs incurred by Sourcewell and/or its 
Participating Entities as a result of such failure to proceed. 

 
B. DEFAULT AND REMEDIES. Either of the following constitutes cause to declare this Contract, 
or any Participating Entity order under this Contract, in default:   

 
1. Nonperformance of contractual requirements, or  
2. A material breach of any term or condition of this Contract.   

 
The party claiming default must provide written notice of the default, with 30 calendar days to 
cure the default. Time allowed for cure will not diminish or eliminate any liability for liquidated 
or other damages. If the default remains after the opportunity for cure, the non-defaulting 
party may: 
 

• Exercise any remedy provided by law or equity, or 
• Terminate the Contract or any portion thereof, including any orders issued against the 
Contract. 

 
18. INSURANCE 

  
A. REQUIREMENTS. At its own expense, Supplier must maintain insurance policy(ies) in effect 
at all times during the performance of this Contract with insurance company(ies) licensed or 
authorized to do business in the State of Minnesota having an “AM BEST” rating of A- or better, 
with coverage and limits of insurance not less than the following:  

 
1. Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s Liability.  
Workers’ Compensation: As required by any applicable law or regulation.  
Employer's Liability Insurance: must be provided in amounts not less than listed below: 

Minimum limits: 
$500,000 each accident for bodily injury by accident 
$500,000 policy limit for bodily injury by disease 
$500,000 each employee for bodily injury by disease 
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2. Commercial General Liability Insurance. Supplier will maintain insurance covering its 
operations, with coverage on an occurrence basis, and must be subject to terms no less 
broad than the Insurance Services Office (“ISO”) Commercial General Liability Form 
CG0001 (2001 or newer edition), or equivalent. At a minimum, coverage must include 
liability arising from premises, operations, bodily injury and property damage, 
independent contractors, products-completed operations including construction defect, 
contractual liability, blanket contractual liability, and personal injury and advertising 
injury. All required limits, terms and conditions of coverage must be maintained during 
the term of this Contract. 

 Minimum Limits:  
$1,000,000 each occurrence Bodily Injury and Property Damage 
$1,000,000 Personal and Advertising Injury 
$2,000,000 aggregate for products liability-completed operations  
$2,000,000 general aggregate 

 
3. Commercial Automobile Liability Insurance. During the term of this Contract, 
Supplier will maintain insurance covering all owned, hired, and non-owned automobiles 
in limits of liability not less than indicated below. The coverage must be subject to terms 
no less broad than ISO Business Auto Coverage Form CA 0001 (2010 edition or newer), 
or equivalent. 

 Minimum Limits: 
$1,000,000 each accident, combined single limit 

 
4. Umbrella Insurance. During the term of this Contract, Supplier will maintain 
umbrella coverage over Employer’s Liability, Commercial General Liability, and 
Commercial Automobile. 

 Minimum Limits: 
$2,000,000  

 
Failure of Supplier to maintain the required insurance will constitute a material breach entitling 
Sourcewell to immediately terminate this Contract for default.  
 
B. CERTIFICATES OF INSURANCE. Prior to commencing under this Contract, Supplier must 
furnish to Sourcewell a certificate of insurance, as evidence of the insurance required under this 
Contract. Prior to expiration of the policy(ies), renewal certificates must be mailed to 
Sourcewell, 202 12th Street Northeast, P.O. Box 219, Staples, MN 56479 or sent to the 
Sourcewell Supplier Development Administrator assigned to this Contract. The certificates must 
be signed by a person authorized by the insurer(s) to bind coverage on their behalf. 
 
Failure to request certificates of insurance by Sourcewell, or failure of Supplier to provide 
certificates of insurance, in no way limits or relieves Supplier of its duties and responsibilities in 
this Contract. 
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C. ADDITIONAL INSURED ENDORSEMENT AND PRIMARY AND NON-CONTRIBUTORY 
INSURANCE CLAUSE. Supplier agrees to list Sourcewell and its Participating Entities, including 
their officers, agents, and employees, as an additional insured under the Supplier’s commercial 
general liability insurance policy with respect to liability arising out of activities, “operations,” or 
“work” performed by or on behalf of Supplier, and products and completed operations of 
Supplier. The policy provision(s) or endorsement(s) must further provide that coverage is 
primary and not excess over or contributory with any other valid, applicable, and collectible 
insurance or self-insurance in force for the additional insureds. A Participating Dealer may 
name a Participating Entity as an additional insured on a case-by-case basis.  
 
 
WAIVER OF SUBROGATION. Supplier waives and must require (by endorsement or otherwise) 
all its insurers to waive subrogation rights against Sourcewell and other additional insureds for 
losses paid under the insurance policies required by this Contract or other insurance applicable 
to the Supplier or its subcontractors. The waiver must apply to all deductibles and/or self-
insured retentions applicable to the required or any other insurance maintained by the Supplier 
or its subcontractors.

(“Caterpillar” or “Vendor”).  Sourcewell and Caterpillar may be referred to in this Agreement as a 
“Party” and collectively as the “Parties.” 
 
The Parties maintain a contractual relationship for Vendor to provide equipment, products, or services 
to Sourcewell’s cooperative purchasing contracts as follows:

Sourcewell and Vendor each own all right, title, and interest in their respective names, trademarks, service 
marks, related logos, and all other rights in the names, designs, likenesses and visual representations 
thereof (“Licensed Trademarks”), and desire to grant each other a royalty-free license to use certain 
Licensed Trademarks owned by the other Party under the terms and conditions set forth herein.  
 
ARTICLE I: GRANT OF LICENSE 
 
A.  GRANT OF LICENSE. During the term of the Contract: 
 

1. Sourcewell grants to Vendor a royalty-free, worldwide, non-exclusive right and license to use 
Sourcewell’s Licensed Trademarks provided to Vendor by Sourcewell in advertising and promotional 
materials for the purpose of marketing Sourcewell’s relationship with Vendor.  
 
2. Vendor grants to Sourcewell a royalty-free, worldwide (except for those jurisdictions that are 
prohibited by applicable Anti-Corruption and International Trade Laws), non-exclusive right and 
license to use Vendor’s Licensed Trademarks provided to Sourcewell by Vendor in advertising and 
promotional materials for the purpose of marketing Vendor’s relationship with Sourcewell.

3. The Parties agree that each is the owner of all rights, including without limitation common law 
rights and goodwill, in relation to their respective Licensed Trademarks, and that any goodwill 
derived from the use of Licensed Trademarks by the other Party shall inure to the owner of the 
respective Licensed Trademarks.   

 
B. LIMITED RIGHT OF SUBLICENSE. The rights and licenses granted herein includes a limited right of 
each Party to grant sublicenses to its and their respective distributors, marketing representatives, and 
agents (collectively “Permitted Sublicensees”) in advertising and promotional materials for the purpose 
of marketing the Contract. Any sublicense granted will be subject to the terms and conditions of this 
Addendum.  Each Party will be responsible for any breach of this Article by any of their respective 
sublicensees.  
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C. USE; QUALITY CONTROL.  
 

1. Neither Party may alter the other Party’s Licensed Trademarks from the form provided by the 
other Party and must comply with the other Party’s removal requests as to specific uses of its 
Licensed Trademarks.   
 
2. Each Party agrees to use, and to cause its Permitted Sublicensees to use, the other Party’s 
Licensed Trademarks only in good faith and in a dignified manner consistent with such Party’s use of 
the Licensed Trademarks. Upon written notice to the breaching Party, the breaching Party or their 
Permitted Sublicensees have thirty (30) days of the date of the written notice to cure the breach or 
the license will be terminated.  

 
3. Beyond what is permitted in this Addendum, neither Party will: 

 
a. attempt to register, or register any trademark, service mark, symbol, logo, get-up or 

device which is confusingly similar to any of the other Party’s Licensed Trademarks in 
any jurisdiction; 
 

b. represent that it has any rights of any nature in the Licensed Trademarks other than 
those enjoyed under the terms of this Agreement; 

 
c. use the other Party’s trademarks, service marks or copyrights,  translations thereof or 

marks similar thereto, as part of its corporate name, trade name or a d/b/a name, 
favicons, social media names/handles, email addresses, email extensions, or domain

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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 1

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 
BETWEEN CITY OF BELLEVUE 

AND EE-DA-HO RANCH  

1. Parties. This Memorandum of Understanding (hereinafter referred to as “MOU”) is made and 
entered into by and between the City of Bellevue, herein referred to as “City”, whose address is 
115 E Pine Street, Bellevue, ID 83313, and EE-DA-HO RANCH, herein referred to as EE-DA-
HO or the “OWNER”, the property owner whose address is PO Box 550, Bellevue, ID 83313. 

WHEREAS, EE-DA-HO RANCH owns and operates a ranch located on approximately 1555 
acres immediately east of the City (the’Ranch”); and  

WHEREAS, on December 11, 2009, the Snake River Basin Adjudication (SRBA) District Court 
issued a Partial Decree to the City for water right no. 37-1208 (hereinafter referred to as “the 
Water Right”), authorizing the City to divert 3.00 cfs of water from springs, from six points of 
diversion (hereinafter collectively referred to as “the Points of Diversion”), that are on Ranch  
property, which the City then conveys by a pipeline (hereinafter referred to as “the Pipeline”) to 
the City for municipal purposes for use by its residents, with some of the Pipeline on EE-DA-
HO’s private property; and 

WHEREAS, the Water Right and the Pipeline are also subject to, and further defined by 
easements between the City and EE-DA-HO, through its predecessors in interest, derived 
through a 1920 agreement with subsequent modifications in 1985 and 2007 (hereinafter 
collectively referred to as “the Easement”); and 

WHEREAS, the City is has received funding through the issuance of a revenue bond with 
possible supplemental funding through a grant for the purpose of updating the collection and 
delivery system for the Water Right to become compliant with standards set by the Idaho 
Department of Environmental Quality (“DEQ”) (hereinafter “the Project”) and 

WHEREAS, the City and its contractors need access to EE-DA-HO to complete a survey of the 
Easement and the Points of Diversion set forth in the Easement above and to effect the necessary 
repairs, replacements or updates to the collection sites and the Pipeline; and 

WHEREAS, OWNER is concerned with possible effects to both EE-DA-HO’s water rights and 
property, the City’s Water Right, and the aesthetics of the Project on the EE-DA-HO and desires 
input on and notice of any proposed actions on OWNERS’s property. 

NOW THEREFORE, the Parties agree as follows: 
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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 2

1.  Purpose. The purpose of this MOU is to establish the terms and conditions under which the 
OWNER will allow access to and over EE-DA-HO property to complete preparation of the 
Preliminary Engineering Report.  

2. Project Objectives. The overall Project objectives will involve two main parts: (1) To update, 
repair or replace the Points of Diversion for the Water Right, in compliance with the regulations 
of DEQ, the Idaho Department of Water Resources’ (IDWR) and the rights of Owner, with 
preference given to using the Water Right’s current Points of Diversion; and (2) To relocate the 
Pipeline from its current location to the easement along or under the public road  consistent with 
the terms of the 2007 clarification of the Easement; and 

3. Preliminary Project Timeline. The preliminary project timeline includes gathering 
information necessary to develop a Preliminary Engineering Report and includes the following: 

A. Conduct the land survey to determine the location of existing facilities, the Water Right 
Points of Diversion, including the 10-acre parcels associated with the Point of Diversions, 
and other locations identified in the Easement and prepare a map depicting these features 
and to stake the corners of the 10-acre parcels on OWNER’s property.

B. Conduct meeting(s) with the Water Team (consisting of Bellevue City representatives 
and attorneys, the City’s hires consultants and project manager Merrick, and the Owner 
and its representatives and attorneys) to review the survey and any mapping and discuss 
the next steps for the field investigations and studies, including cultural resource survey, 
water level monitoring, water quality sampling, and U.S. Army Corp of Engineers 
consultation.

C. Perform the field investigations and studies.  Prepare reports of the field investigations 
and distribute to the Water Team.

D. Conduct meeting(s) with the Water Team to discuss reports on the field investigations 
and studies and the next steps, including preparation of the Preliminary Engineering 
Report.

E. Prepare Draft Preliminary Engineering Report and distribute to the Water Team prior to 
distribution to DEQ. 

F. Conduct meeting to receive input from Owner on Draft Preliminary Engineering Report 
prior to distribution to DEQ. 

G. Conduct meeting between the Water Group to discuss and agree upon implementation 
and timing of the Project. 

4.  Term of MOU.  This MOU is effective at signing and shall remain in full force and effect for 
not longer than completion of the Project, estimated to be on or before December 31, 2026. 

5. Responsibilities of City.   The City shall provide Owner the following in connection with this 
MOU: 

A. Copies of and/or access to all reports, studies, plans, measurements, tests and documents 
relating to the Project on a timely basis (ie at the same time such reports etc are made 
available to any other Water Team Member).

B. Real time measurements of the City’s actual water diversions measured at the source and 
tank commencing not later than June 1, 2025. Until approved accurate flow meters are 
installed at the spring source, transmission leakage between City’s points of diversion 
and measurement at the tank will not be the burden of EE-DA-HO. City agree’s to limit 
its use to 3 CFS at the spring source minus the estimated accuracy of the spring 
measurements at the spring collection point as estimated by Brockway (or 2.24 CFS –
assuming .76 CFS of leakage, the most recent estimate of leakage provided to Owner by 
the City) until accurate flow measurements are in place. 

C. Opportunity for Owner to provide timely comment and input relating to the Project prior 
to completion of each stage and commencement of the following stage. 

D. Prior notice of any activities occurring on Ranch property by the City or its agents or 
contractors. 

E. The City will provide accurate spring flow measurements at the source as soon as 
possible.  

F. The City will complete tank valve repairs so City is no longer overflowing any water by 
May 15, 2025. Until then, City will take all necessary action to minimize overflow.   

6. Responsibilities of OWNER. The OWNER shall provide the following responsibilities in 
connection with this MOU:  

A. Permit access by the City, its agents and contractors and agencies to the Easement, Points 
of Diversion, and the Pipeline on OWNERS’s property for the purpose of (i) conducting 
a land survey to define the location of any existing easements, exiting facilities, points of 
diversion, pipelines and property lines; and (ii) conducting such investigations and 
studies as reasonably approved by Owner to prepare the Draft Preliminary Engineering 
Report.  For avoidance of confusion, it is agreed that no investigation, test or study shall 
occur on Ranch property without the prior notice and approval of Owner. 

7. General Provisions 
A. Amendments.  Either party may request changes to this MOU.  Any changes, 

modifications, revisions or amendments to this MOU which are mutually agreed upon by 
and between the parties to this MOU shall be incorporated by written instrument, and 
effective when executed and signed by all parties to this MOU.   

B. Applicable Law.  The construction, interpretation and enforcement of this MOU shall be 
governed by the laws of the State Idaho.  The courts of the State of Idaho shall have 
jurisdiction over any action arising out of this MOU and over the parties, and the venue 
shall be Blaine County, State of Idaho.  

C. Entirety of Agreement.   This MOU, consisting of 5 pages, represents the entire and 
integrated agreement between the parties and supersedes all prior negotiations, 
representations and agreements, whether written or oral. 

D. Severability. Should any portion of this MOU be judicially determined to be illegal or 
unenforceable, the remainder of the MOU shall continue in full force and effect, and 
either party may renegotiate the terms affected by the severance.  

E. Third Party Beneficiary Rights.  The parties do not intend to create in any other 
individual or entity the status of a third-party beneficiary, and this MOU shall not be 
construed so as to create such status.  The rights, duties and obligations contained in this 
MOU shall operate only between the parties to this MOU and shall inure solely to the 
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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING 4

benefit of the parties to this MOU.  The provisions of this MOU are intended only to 
assist the parties in determining and performing their obligations under this MOU.  The 
parties to this MOU intend and expressly agree that only parties signatory to this MOU 
shall have any legal or equitable right to seek to enforce this MOU, to seek any remedy 
arising out of a party’s performance or failure to perform any term or condition of this 
MOU, or to bring an action for the breach of this MOU. 

8. Signatures.  In witness whereof, the parties to this MOU through their duly authorized 
representatives have executed this MOU on the days and dates set out below, and certify that 
they have read, understood, and agreed to the terms and conditions of this MOU as set forth 
herein.

Background 

The City of Bellevue is seeking to update the Comprehensive Plan. Idaho Statute 67-6508 requires 

comprehensive plans to address the following components: 

(a) Property Rights — An analysis of provisions which may be necessary to ensure that land use policies, 

restrictions, conditions and fees do not violate private property rights, adversely impact property 

values or create unnecessary technical limitations on the use of property and analysis as prescribed 

under the declarations of purpose in chapter 80, title 67, Idaho Code. 

(b) Population — A population analysis of past, present, and future trends in population including such 

characteristics as total population, age, sex, and income. 

(c) School Facilities and Transportation — An analysis of public school capacity and transportation 

considerations associated with future development. 

(d) Economic Development — An analysis of the economic base of the area including employment, 

industries, economies, jobs, and income levels. 

(e) Land Use — An analysis of natural land types, existing land covers and uses, and the intrinsic 

suitability of lands for uses such as agriculture, forestry, mineral exploration and extraction, 

preservation, recreation, housing, commerce, industry, and public facilities. A map shall be prepared 

indicating suitable projected land uses for the jurisdiction. 

(f) Natural Resources — An analysis of the uses of rivers and other waters, forests, range, soils, harbors, 

fisheries, wildlife, minerals, thermal waters, beaches, watersheds, and shorelines. 

(g) Hazardous Areas — An analysis of known hazards as may result from susceptibility to surface 

ruptures from faulting, ground shaking, ground failure, landslides or mudslides; avalanche hazards 

resulting from development in the known or probable path of snowslides and avalanches, and 

floodplain hazards. 

(h) Public Services, Facilities, and Utilities — An analysis showing general plans for sewage, drainage, 

power plant sites, utility transmission corridors, water supply, fire stations and fire fighting 

equipment, health and welfare facilities, libraries, solid waste disposal sites, schools, public safety 

facilities and related services. The plan may also show locations of civic centers and public buildings. 
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(i) Transportation — An analysis, prepared in coordination with the local jurisdiction(s) having 

authority over the public highways and streets, showing the general locations and widths of a 

system of major traffic thoroughfares and other traffic ways, and of streets and the recommended 

treatment thereof. This component may also make recommendations on building line setbacks, 

control of access, street naming and numbering, and a proposed system of public or other transit 

lines and related facilities including rights-of-way, terminals, future corridors, viaducts and grade 

separations. The component may also include port, harbor and other related transportation 

facilities. 

(j) Recreation — An analysis showing a system of recreation areas, including parks, parkways, trailways, 

river bank greenbelts, beaches, playgrounds, and other recreation areas and programs. 

(k) Special Areas or Sites — An analysis of areas, sites, or structures of historical, archeological, 

architectural, ecological, wildlife, or scenic significance. 

(l) Housing — An analysis of housing conditions and needs; plans for improvement of housing 

standards; and plans for the provision of safe, sanitary, and adequate housing, including the 

provision for low-cost conventional housing, the siting of manufactured housing and mobile homes 

in subdivisions and parks and on individual lots which are sufficient to maintain a competitive 

market for each of those housing types and to address the needs of the community. 

(m) Community Design — An analysis of needs for governing landscaping, building design, tree planting, 

signs, and suggested patterns and standards for community design, development, and 

beautification. 

(n) Agriculture — An analysis of the agricultural base of the area including agricultural lands, farming 

activities, farming-related businesses and the role of agriculture and agricultural uses in the 

community. 

(o) Implementation — An analysis to determine actions, programs, budgets, ordinances, or other 

methods including scheduling of public expenditures to provide for the timely execution of the 

various components of the plan. 

(p) National Interest Electric Transmission Corridors — After notification by the public utilities 

commission concerning the likelihood of a federally designated national interest electric 

transmission corridor, prepare an analysis showing the existing location and possible routing of high 

voltage transmission lines, including national interest electric transmission corridors based upon the 

United States department of energy’s most recent national electric transmission congestion study 

pursuant to sections 368 and 1221 of the energy policy act of 2005. "High-voltage transmission 

lines" means lines with a capacity of one hundred fifteen thousand (115,000) volts or more 

supported by structures of forty (40) feet or more in height. 

(q) Public Airport Facilities — An analysis prepared with assistance from the Idaho transportation 

department division of aeronautics, if requested by the planning and zoning commission, and the 

manager or person in charge of the local public airport identifying, but not limited to, facility 

locations, the scope and type of airport operations, existing and future planned airport development 

and infrastructure needs, and the economic impact to the community. 

Staff is recommending that an Advisory Committee be formed comprised of experts in these fields, as 

well as trusted leaders within the community to ensure that: 

 Goals and policies are technically correct and achievable 
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 The overall vision of the Comprehensive Plan is reflective of the desires of the community and 

that outreach and engagement is meaningfully reaching a broad spectrum of residents 

 Staff is utilizing the best available resources for data collection and analysis and that conclusions 

are based on accurate and defensible information. 

Staff will be the primary writers of the Comprehensive Plan. Advisory Committee members are welcome 

to contribute to the document as a way to provide local insights.

The duties and responsibilities of the Community Events Committee shall include, but are not 

limited to:

B. Budget Recommendations: Developing and presenting a budget for each event to the 

Common Council for approval, including funding sources and estimated costs. 

C. Volunteer Coordination: Recruiting and coordinating volunteers to assist in the execution of 

events.

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D. Collaboration: Working with local organizations, businesses, and other stakeholders to 

promote and enhance community events. 

E. Community Engagement: Ensuring that events are consistent with the population’s need and 

demographics.  

F. Event Evaluation: Providing recommendations for future events based on the success of past 55 

activities, including feedback from the community. 

G. Promotion: Developing strategies for promoting community events through social media, 

local media, and other communication channels. 

2-2-4: MEETINGS 

A. Frequency: The Committee shall meet at quarterly or as needed to accomplish its duties. 60 

B. Quorum: A quorum is required for the Committee to take any official action. 

2-2-5: STAFF SUPPORT 

The City shall provide appropriate administrative and clerical support, as well as additional 

funding through donations, to the Committee, including assistance with meeting coordination, 

event planning, and record-keeping. 65 

2-2-6: REPORTING 

The Committee shall report to the Common Council on a quarterly basis regarding the status of 

planned events and any other matters of significance, as necessary.

Background 

Bellevue City Code Section 9-2-4 requires that all encroachment permit applications be reviewed and 

approved by the Common Council. This is not consistent with how the City has traditionally 

administered the encroachment permitting process, and doing so has functional challenges as described 

below. The proposed ordinance establishes an administrative process and review standards for 

encroachment permits for driveways and private streets. Other encroachment permit applications for 

construction activities such as utility installations would still require Council approval. The draft 

ordinance also includes grammatical corrections and updates to referenced standards as recommended 

by the City Engineer. 

Specifically regarding driveway encroachments, the existing ordinance has the following limitations: 

 The scale of the impact of a single driveway encroachment to the community is unlikely to be 

substantial enough to warrant the use of Common Council meeting time. 

 The review and approval is primarily technical in nature and including the Council in the review 

process creates opportunities for politicization. 

 Building and construction permitting tends to have high seasonality, and the timing of Council 

meetings is likely to result in “batching” of permit approvals. This batching is likely to lead to 

multiple permits being issued at once and construction occurring simultaneously. In locations 

such as newly platted subdivisions, this may lead to several driveways being constructed 

simultaneously in very close proximity, which may result in excessive noise, roadway safety 

challenges, and other neighborhood impacts. 

Private streets are included in the administrative approval process because the Council would generally 

have the opportunity to review and approve the appropriateness of the private street through the 

Preliminary and Final Subdivision Plat entitlement process. Staff would then review the encroachment 

permit application for compliance with the technical requirements regarding the connection of the 

private street with public right-of-way.

adopted by reference. 

3. Street Excavation Permit Standards: The design criteria, standard specifications, standard 

drawings and additional requirements for any digging in, excavation, trenching or other 

disturbance to the surface or subsurface of any street, public or private, or public right-of-50 

way, or any portion thereof, are set forth in appendix A, incorporated herein by reference 

and which is on file with the City, and subsequent amendments thereto. 

4. Encroachment Permit Applications aAnd Standards: 

a. All encroachment permit applications, except for approaches for private streets and 

driveways, shall be submitted to the Common Council for review and final decision 55 

to approve, approve with conditions or deny same.

b. Encroachment permit applications for approaches for private streets and driveways 

shall be reviewed and approved, approved with conditions, or denied by the City 

Engineer or the Engineer’s designee. Applications shall be reviewed for conformance 

with the following standards:
