Special Meeting Minutes

5:35 pm: Call to Order:

Mayor Goldman called the Special Meeting to order. A roll call attendance was conducted, and Council
members present were Doug Brown, Shaun Mahoney, Chris Johnson Robin Leahy and Jennifer Rangel.
For the record, Alderwomen Leahy and Rangel, Alderman Mahoney, Mayor Goldman and Librarian
Kristin Gearhart were physically present in the official meeting location of the Council Chambers of City
Hall. A quorum was present for the entire meeting. Staff present were Greg Beaver, Fire Chief; and
Kristin Gearhart, Librarian.

Notice and Hearing Compliance:

The posting of this special meeting agenda complied with Idaho Code 74-204. The special meeting
agenda was posted twenty-four (24) hours prior to the meeting at the Bellevue Post Office, the bulletin
board outside of City Hall, and the City website on August 30,2022.

Roll call and vote resuits: Mahoney-yes,
Johnson-yes, Brown-yes, Rangel-yes, Leahy-yes. Motion passed. 5:38 pm Council entered
Executive Session.

5:53 pm Brown motioned to leave Executive Session and Mahoney seconded. Allin favor, motion passed.

2. Consideration and approval of resolution # 2268: Contract for services with Athenian Partners.
Kathryn Goldman, Mayor. Goldman noted that the contract was needed to quickly assess gaps
with staffing shortage. Introduced Troy Butzlaff of Athenian Partners. Brown stated timing is
critical and welcomes Athenian’s services; Shaun mentioned it is time to “think outside the box”
for our city; Leahy commented it was and “exciting opportunity,” and Johnson appreciates
Athenian’s below market, and very reasonable budget proposal paid at an hourly rate. Brown
motioned to approve the motion as presented.
