Regular Meeting Minutes

6:03 p.m. Call to Order:
Mayor Burns called the Regular Meeting to order. A roll call attendance was conducted, and

Council members present were Kathryn Goldman, Greg Cappel, Doug Brown, Chris Johnson, and
Shaun Mahoney all appearing by teleconference. For the record, Tammy Davis was absent. For the
record, Mayor Burns and Clerk/Treasurer Edwards were physically present in the official meeting
location of the Council Chambers of City Hall. A quorum was present for the entire meeting. Staff
present were Rick Allington, City Attorney; Greg Beaver, Fire Chief; Frank Suwanrit, Public Works
Director; Diane Shay, Community Development Director; Mynde Heil, Assistant Marshal; and
Marian Edwards, City Clerk/Treasurer.

Notice and Hearing Compliance:

The posting of this regular meeting agenda complied with Idaho Code 74-204. The regular meeting
agenda was posted five (5) days prior to the meeting at the Bellevue Post Office, the bulletin
board outside City Hall and on the website on September 9, 2020. Goldman motioned that the
notice was in compliance with Idaho Code 74-204. Cappel seconded. All in favor. The motion

passed.

1. Call for Conflict as outlined in Idaho Code §59-703 (f) — 704 With Any Agenda Item.
Burns called for conflict from any Alderman with any agenda items. No conflicts were noted.

2. Public Comment for Items of Concern not on the Agenda.
Burns and Beaver announced that a crew of four (4) firefighters and a structure engine has
been sent to the Echo Mountain Complex fire in Lincoln City, near Portland, Oregon. The crew
has been keeping in contact with Chief Beaver. The Council thanked the Chief and crew for
assisting our neighbors to the west.

Shay noted that a river restoration project permitted by the County and State is underway
west of the Broadford bridge.

SPECIAL NEW BUSINESS SESSION

3. Update to the 2014 Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) presented by Richard Caplan and
Associates. Shay stated that the Update to the Capital Improvement Plan was appropriately
noticed being published in the Idaho Mountain Express on September 2, 2020 and posted at
City Hall on September 9, 2020. Brown motioned that the public hearing was noticed
appropriately. Goldman seconded. All in favor. The motion passed. Shay noted that the
Planning and Zoning Commission (P&Z) held meetings on August 3 and August 17 to review
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and approve the CIP. Shay noted that she had sent the draft minutes from the Planning and
Zoning minutes the Council for their review. Cappel had questions on the draft minutes and
Shay clarified. Richard Caplan presented the report and conveyed that the CIP is the necessary
first step to allow him to calculate Development Impact Fees that the City can charge to new
and infill lots within the City. Caplan noted that the CIP must be updated annually by the City,
much like the budget and that fees should be collected at the same time building permits are
issued. The Council asked questions and Caplan clarified that staff costs are not eligible to be
included in Development Impact Fees. Caplan also noted that a Development Impact Plan can
and should be updated if an annexation occurs.

Burns opened the public hearing on the CIP for comments. Tom Blanchard made a public
comment. There were no written comments received. Burns closed public comment.

The Council discussed the CIP report and asked questions of staff. Goldman noted that it did
not make sense the expand the Shop facility if we needed to move it out of the flood plain.
Brown noted that the Council had not discussed moving the Shop and requested a formal plan
to address and revisit. Goldman confirmed with Heil the Marshal’s lack of capital submission
for the CIP. Johnson suggested assessing if there was land at the treatment plant that could be
used. Cappel noted that he thought the numbers were low. Burns asked if the CIP needed to
go through P&Z for each change and Caplan responded that if an amount or year changes, the
plan stays with the Council, but to add an item, it needed to be first considered by P&Z.
Goldman noted she does not want the plan to be challenged and should be reasonable.
Johnson noted that the Council should take more time to assess the details and motioned to
continue the public hearing on the CIP to the date certain of September 28, 2020. Cappel
seconded. Roll call vote results: Mahoney- yes, Goldman- yes, Cappel-yes, Brown-no, Johnson-
yes. Motion passed. Caplan committed to attending the September 28, 2020 Council meeting.

OLD BUSINESS

4. Consent Agenda:
a. Minutes of August 24, 2020
b. Claims from August 25, 2020 to September 14, 2020
c. Department Head Reports

Johnson motioned to accept the consent agenda as presented. Goldman seconded. Roll call
vote results: Mahoney- yes, Goldman- yes, Cappel-yes, Brown- yes, Johnson-yes. Motion
passed.

5. Council Discussion and Decision on Whether to Accept Governor’s GPSGI funding of $161,168
and Direction to the Clerk/Treasurer for filing the L2 form for FY2021. Edwards noted that the
City has requested an extension to file the L2, which has allowed the Council the ability to
review the very recent statements from the US Treasury Department and the Idaho Attorney
General. Allington gave an update from his review of the recent statements and noted that
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they gave stronger support to accept the Governor’s Public Safety Grant Initiative (GPSGI)
funds. Allington suggested that the City earmark the funds for first responders. Edwards
agreed to have a plan for Council review when the funds are expected in December. The
Council discussed the GPSGI plan. Cappel motioned to accept the GPSGIl amount of $161,168
and directed the Clerk/Treasurer to file the L2 reflecting same. Johnson seconded. Roll call
vote results: Mahoney- yes, Goldman- yes, Cappel-yes, Brown- yes, Johnson-yes. Motion
passed.

6. Second Reading of Ordinance 2020-05: Annual Appropriation Ordinance for Fiscal Year 2021,
beginning October 1, 2020 and ending September 30, 2021. Burns provided a recap of the
FY2021 budget process noting that Ordinance 2020-05 was read by title only on August 24,
2020 and that properly noticed Public Hearings were held on August 10, 2020 and August 24,
2020 regarding the FY2021 Budget.

Burns opened the meeting to see if there were any attendees that wanted to comment on the
FY2021 budget. There were no public comments. Burns closed public comment.

Johnson motioned for the Council to suspend reading of Ordinance 2020-05 on three (3)
different days and have the title of the proposed read once under Idaho Code 50-902 prior to
adoption. Cappel seconded. Roll call vote results: Mahoney- yes, Goldman- yes, Cappel-yes,
Brown- yes, Johnson-yes. Motion passed.

Edwards read the title of Ordinance 2020-05 for the record:
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BELLEVUE, IDAHO, ENTITLED THE ANNUAL APPROPRIATION

ORDINANCE FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 2021, BEGINNING OCTOBER 1, 2020 AND ENDING
SEPTEMBER 30, 2021, APPROPRIATING THE SUM OF THREE MILLION, FOUR HUNDRED
SEVENTY TWO THOUSAND, NINE HUNDRED FIFTEEN DOLLARS ($3,472,915) TO DEFRAY THE
EXPENSES AND LIABILITIES OF THE CITY OF BELLEVUE, IDAHO, FOR SAID FISCAL YEAR 2021;
SPECIFYING THE OBJECTS AND PURPOSES FOR WHICH SAID APPROPRIATION IS MADE;
AUTHORIZING A LEVY OF A SUFFICIENT TAX UPON THE TAXABLE PROPERTY WITHIN THE CITY
OF BELLEVUE, IDAHO; PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OF CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; AND
PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Johnson motioned to approve Ordinance 2020-05 as presented. Cappel seconded. Roll call
vote results: Mahoney- yes, Goldman- yes, Cappel-yes, Brown- yes, Johnson-yes. Motion
passed.

NEW BUSINESS

7. Public Hearing: Amending the Budget for Fiscal Year 2020, beginning October 1, 2019 and
ending September 30, 2020. Edwards noted that the Public Hearing for amending the fiscal
year 2020 budget was appropriately noticed pursuant to Idaho Code 50-1002, with a
conforming legal notice published in the Idaho Mountain Express on both September 2, 2020
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and September 9, 2020 as well as a detailed amended FY2020 budget being posted to the
website on September 9, 2020. Goldman motioned that the public hearing to amend the
FY2020 budget was in compliance with Idaho Code 50-1002. Johnson seconded. All in favor.
The motion passed. Edwards gave a recap on the necessity of amending the current year’s
budget to be in compliance with state law and avoid audit exceptions.

Burns opened the budget public hearing for comments. There were no public comments.
There were no written comments received. Burns closed public comment.

The Council discussed the revised budget.

8. Consideration and Adoption of Ordinance 2020-06: Amending the Annual Appropriation
Ordinance for Fiscal Year 2020, beginning October 1, 2019 and ending September 30, 2020.
Edwards requested that the Ordinance be passed during the meeting to allow for publishing of
the Ordinance to occur prior to the end of the fiscal year to be in compliance with state laws.
Johnson motioned for the Council to suspend reading of Ordinance 2020-06 on three (3)
different days and have the title of the proposed ordinance read once under Idaho Code 50-
902 prior to adoption. Brown seconded. Roll call vote results: Mahoney- yes, Goldman- yes,
Cappel-yes, Brown- yes, Johnson-yes. Motion passed.

Edwards read the title of Ordinance 2020-06 for the record:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BELLEVUE, IDAHO, ENTITLED AMENDED ANNUAL
APPROPRIATION ORDINANCE FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 2020, BEGINNING OCTOBER 1, 2019 AND
ENDING SEPTEMBER 30, 2020, APPROPRIATING THE SUM OF FOUR MILLION, ONE HUNDRED
FOUR THOUSAND, SEVEN HUNDRED AND SIXTY EIGHT DOLLARS ($4,104,768) TO DEFRAY THE
EXPENSES AND LIABILITIES OF THE CITY OF BELLEVUE, IDAHO, FOR SAID FISCAL YEAR 2020;
SPECIFYING THE OBJECTS AND PURPOSES FOR WHICH SAID APPROPRIATION IS MADE;
AUTHORIZING A LEVY OF A SUFFICIENT TAX UPON THE TAXABLE PROPERTY WITHIN THE CITY
OF BELLEVUE, IDAHO; PROVIDING FOR REPEAL OF CONFLICTING ORDINANCES; AND
PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Johnson motioned to approve Ordinance 2020-06 as presented. Goldman seconded. Roll call
vote results: Mahoney- yes, Goldman- yes, Cappel-yes, Brown- yes, Johnson-yes. Motion
passed.

The Aldermen thanked the Mayor for his leadership during the budget process.

9. Proclamation Ratification “U.S. Census Complete Count Day” September 10, 2020. Burns
asked the Council to ratify the proclamation as the timing of the need for the document on
September 10" did not match up with the Council meeting. Goldman motioned to ratify the
proclamation. Brown seconded. Roll call vote results: Mahoney- yes, Goldman- yes, Cappel-
yes, Brown- yes, Johnson-yes. Motion passed.
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10. Biosolids Composting Request for Qualifications. Suwanrit gave an overview of the project and
asked for authorization for participation with the City of Hailey’s Request for Qualifications for
Biosolid Composting. Hailey will lead the process acting on behalf of the four (4) valley cities.
Suwanrit noted that the City could no longer take waste to Ohio Gulch and that Bellevue’s
level of biosolids did not warrant a standalone contract. Suwanrit noted that Wynn Compost is
being considered. Cappel noted that he liked the environmentally friendly option and Johnson
noted that he had visited the site and thought it would be a good option. Goldman motioned
to approve a collaboration with the City of Hailey on a Request for Qualifications. Cappel
seconded. Roll call vote results: Mahoney- yes, Goldman- yes, Cappel-yes, Brown- yes,
Johnson-yes. Motion passed.

11. Executive Session to Discuss Personnel, Pending Litigation and/or Land Acquisition Pursuant to
Idaho Code §74-206. There was no executive session.

12, Adjournment. Goldman motioned to adjourn. Cappel seconded. All in favor. The motion
passed and the meeting adjourned at 7:48pm.
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
